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Camping Out
One may camp with ease in Canada from 
sea to shining sea. Each park has places 
to pitch a tent or park a van.

Banff, the ultimate one, has thirteen 
campgrounds with 2,323 car sites. Some 
are by lakes, some in thick conifer for­
ests. The largest are near Banff Townsite 
and Lake Louise. Each site for tent or car 
has a fire grate with free wood for burn­
ing. Many have kitchen shelters and flush 
toilets. There are back-country campsites 
along the more popular hiking trails at 
intervals of about six miles. There are 
also six youth hostels with beds and pro­
pane cooking, that charge a minimal fee.
