The Tirst of these was with.the
University of British columbia in 1961 to establish courses 1l
accounting and business administration in the Kuala Lumpur and
gingapore divisions of the University of Malaya. A similar arrange-
ment was entered into with the University of Toronto in 1963 to
assist with the development of a Regional Engineering College at
Mangsalore in India. 1In most cases, those who are assigned to
universities overseas are pioneering the esbablishment of new facul-
ties.

Through a combination of capltal and technical assistance,
canada hag also been able tO help in the construction, equipping
and ctaffing of a number of educational institutions abroul,
Tn Malaysia, for example, cannda has provided steff and equipment
for a teacher-trailning college and has undertaken an extensive
progremme of supplying technical education equipment for schools
throughout the country. In the Caribbean area, canada has constructed
a University Residence in Trinidad, is building four schools in the
Leeward and Windward Islands and is supplying educational equlpment ‘
to Jamaica., TIn Africa, Canada is building a tredes-training centre
in Ghana and a secondary school in Sierra Lcone, helping teo develop a
technical college in Tanganyika, supplying handicraft~training equip-~
mont to Uganda, and providing audio-visual educational equipment toO

nine Francophone countrics.

Some 73 Canadian technical advisers were serving in the
developing countries under Canadian aid programmes as of March Oky
1964, 1n such fields as agriculture, Tisheries, forestry and
mineralogy. Most of them were helping to instruct local personnel
to carry on,their work, thereby helping to increase the supply of
skilled and trained manpower that is a vital need in all the developing

countries.

Technical assistance also includes bringing students to
canada for training, and in this respect, too, there has been a substan-
tial increase in the Canadian effort in recent yearsS. buring the past
three calendar years the number of persons trained in Canada with aid
funds has doubled, climbing from 711 in 1960 to 1423 in 1963, The

fields of training range from accountancy to zoology«“ .

The largest part of Canadian project assisbtance has been in
the form of basic power and transportation projects where Canadian
funds are used both to provide for the services of Canadian engineering

or other professional firms and to supply equipment or goods produced
