Since joining the Department of External Affairs in 193k, Mr. Ritchie has
éld a variety of appointments at home and abroad, His first assignment was in
rashington in 1936 and during the war years he was a merber of the High Commissioner!s
4aff at Canada House in London. He later served as Counsellor at the Canadian

pbassy in Paris. 1In 1950 he became an assistant Under-Secretary of State for Extermal
fairs, and in 1952 was appointed Deputy Under-3Secretary,

Mr. Ritchie was appointed Arbassador to the Federal Republic of Germany,
ignn, and Head of the lilitary lMission, Berlin, in 1954, In 1957, he was appointed
drmanent Representative of Canada to the United Nations, New York. DMr, Ritchie was
1ppointed Anbassador to the United States in 1962, a position which he held until July
966 when hte took up his present position in Paris,

Yir. Campbell was born in Toronto in 1918. After graduating from the Uni-
rersity of Toronto in 1940, he joined the Royal Canadian Navy Volunteer Reserve, and
sérved in the Atlantic, lediterranean, Aegean and English Channel, mainly as Commanding
Aficer of llotor Torpedo Boats. In 19LL, he was awarded the Distinguished Service Cross.

Campbell has served abroad in Canadian diploratic missions in Oslo,
Jbpenhagen and Ankara., In 1959 he was appointed Special Assistant to the Secretary of
state for Ixternal Affairs and in 1962 Assistant Under-Secretary of State for External
fairs. He took up his present appointment in Belgrade as Arbassador to Yugoslavia in
6L, and served concurrently as Canada's first Arbassador to Algeria during 1966,
