Mr. Drew: Mr. Speaker, I think that was
one of tbe rnost generous expressions that
have been used.

Mr. Garsan: I would like a ruling on the
point of Drder.

An hon. Member: Who is running the
house?

Not only do they want ta wield a club over
aur procedure, they want to deny speech
ta hon. members of this house. I would
point out that the terrn I ernployed was a
terrn which I understood ta be one of affec-
tion used by one of the Liberal members.
