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and it was answered on January 30, 1963,
as found on page 3253 of Hansard. The ques-
tion was as follows:

Has the R.C.M.P. any knowledge of the objectives
of the Alert Service, P.O. Box 173, Station Q,
Toronto, and, if so, has the R.C.M.P. co-operated
in any way with the service, either with advice or
funds?

This was the answer:

The R.C.M.P. has knowledge of the objectives
of the Alert Service and has co-operated with this
service as it does with any reputable news mecdia.
It has not co-operated with funds.

In other words, this is an acknowledgment
that the R.C.M.P. knows about the Alert
Service, that it has co-operated with it and
that it considers it is a reputable news
medium. This is an important point in my
argument that I should have given to me the
information I have requested.

I should like to turn to another publica-
tion of the Alert Service to indicate the
scope of its operations. This publication is
dated August 1, 1963 and at the top it has
the words “Replacing all previous lists”. The
heading is “Some Organizations and Publica-
tions in Canada Which Follow the Communist
Line”. The organizations are as follows: Com-
munist party of Canada; young communist
league of Canada; congress of Canadian
women; Canadian peace congress; B.C. peace
council; Edmonton peace council; Manitoba
peace council; Toronto association for peace;
