
TJkt Act of tha Legislature of Quebec, 53 Tic.Chip.31 
(April 3, 1890) was brought about because of the Protestant ComAtteo 
of the Council of Public Instruction having at a moating held on the 
26111 of 3 op tomber 1889 (in answer to a communication from tho Premier 
of the Province which repeated the Comalttoe to give & ipeolfio rmly 
as to how they proposed to deal with the eum of $60.000, ) hy 9
resolution rented the Ooverment to restore the canoe Had trust and 
to replace the fund as an investment fund for Superior Education and 
to re-establish the Superior Education income fund as constituted 
by tn^ Act of 1850. Th: Com dttee further stated that the sum of 
$60,000. was lose th,-n the .mount due to tho Protest nts and that in 
any case Legislative enactsvjnt should be made to meet the views of the 
Committee and that interest should be allow ad on the «.pit .1 of
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following section No.4 was indu.led, vis;

"4. On such settlement being effected
the Lieutenant Governor in Council my 
pay out of any public money at his 
disposal, thi earn of $60,000. to the 
Protestant Connittee of the Council 
of Public Instruction, to be invested 
by the said ComdUee. •

The Interest from said Investment shall 
ba annually apportioned by the Protestant 
CoRt.iittee, with the approval of the 
Lieutenant Governor in Council, among tho 
Pro tesunt institutions of Superior 

due .tion, in addition to and in tho 
***** manner as any sums now granted by law 
for the pur; so of Protestant Superior 
Education in this Province.”

The oorreapcndsnoo then recites that the Protestant 
aanbere of.the Legislature consulted together and ttut an amendment in 
the handwriting of the Bev.Mr.lexford, then Secretary of the Protestant 
Coirt.ittee was made to the efxbiot that the word "annually* as it appears 
had been inserted. 1 *
