The effect was apparently good, but ft wras 
difficult to judge to a certainty, in conse­
quence of the thick bush. The Maxims al­
so swept the front of the position. The 
Dervishes, how ever, did not reply, evident­
ly awaiting an attack at close quarters. 
Having ascertained the enemy’s position, 
the reconnoitering force retired, followed 
by the Doryj^h horsemen, who did not at­
tack, but retreated under shell fire.
