NATIVES GOT DOWN ON THEiR KNEES.

It Was the Worst in 30 Years—The
Rotary Movement Produced Sea’
Sickness—~The Damage.

Following 4s a letter from' Mexico to a
Toronto man, written the day after the
recent earthquake:

City of Mexico, Jan, 25, 1800,

My Dear ......,~Yesterday was a day of
earthquakes here. There were four shocks
durifig the day. but only one of a serious
character, At 5.10 -in the afternoom sev-
eral gentlemen and myself were sitving in
cne of the rooms of the American Club
when I felt a slight shock and someon¢ re-
marked that there was an' earthquake,
veryohe made a movement towards the
door. and, as we reached #t, the shock be-
came very severe. -It was almost impossi-
ble to stand without support, As I passed
downstaizs a «ank of water for gold fish
was so ylolently agitated that the water
flew out of it by the pailful. I see by the
papers that the water in the basins in the
parks was thrown a distance of 15, feet,
T'he electric lghts swayed fully six feet
and in many cases were broken by striking
tegether, or against the walls.

All Were Excited.

The scene on the street was semi-panicky.
All yehicles were stopped, and the horsas
extremely frightened, were  shaking with
e¢xcitement. T'he natives of the lower clasy
were all down on their knees. People
rushed out of barber shops in a half-shaved
condition, scme Wwom became  guite
hysterical, and one or two fainted. A par-
rot belonging to @ woman who fainted kept
walking round her, screeching out ‘‘Que
hoy?’ (What's ‘the maitter)? * The shock
Is sted 1 minute and 56 seconds, and s said
1o be the worst{in 80 years.

i a Bad One.

The apparatus in the observatory- for re-
gistering earthquakes was insufficlent to
register the full force of the shock, but the
needle described an elipéls, the diameter
of. which was 16 inches. It is estimated
thac steeples moved four degrees. The
damage done is considerable, but ite.full
extent Is yet unknown. A great many
bulldings are smashed, and a large pum-
ber are cracked. A building about 100 feet
from where I was standing on the street
was oracked down ithe front.

Sixty Mules Were Killed.
_As far as I know, there was no loss of
lite, but 60 mules were killed in-one of
the street car stables, which collups
'wo of the fronions where the Span
ball game is played, and having high walls,
were demolished, but, fortunately, no game
was In progress, or there would have been
considerable loss of life

The water pipes all over the city
were burst, and in the Plaza of San Juan
a considerable fissure was opened in the

The movement was and produced
a feeling very much like seasickness, The
aquake produced a tremendous scare wh'le
it lasted, and, though it did not frighten
me to any great extent, I think I can get
along without a repetitfon of it.

I
was of a pation to ParMament,
and a sure seat; but I knew that I had
neither strength for the work mor any gifts
that way. I hdd visited in America, and
had formed the interest in American his-
tory and politics which has since led to my
writing a little history of the Unfied Btates.
My thoughts were turned ithat way when I
fell in with Andrew D. White, now Ameri-
can Ambassador ar Berlin, then President
of the Cornell University,-which was being
founded under his own and:other very
noble -auspices, for the special benefit of
poor students, White invited me to take a
part as aghisiorical letcurer in the enter-
prise. I- consenited. feeling that I should
thus combine an object of practical interest
with the fullest faciliiles for my American
studies. 'Twao very happy, and, I hope, not
unfruitful, years, I spenit at Cornell, with
which T madutain a more than friendly con-
necticn. Then I took up my abode with
mcmbers of my family who had settled be-
fore’me here, and presently I married and
became permanently resident In Canada, I
may say that while living here I bave re-
ceived offers, both political ard academical,
from the Old Country, which showed that I
had stfll most kindly relatlons both ‘with
political and mical friendss is. dis-
poses of another set of reports. Since I
have setiled in Toronto I have allowed a
series of these fictions to pass with the
disdain due to those who cannot discues
pubMe questions without assailing private
character and feelings. I do not even Know
whether I ought to say what I am saying to
you now, hut I hope it will be faken less
as an answer to my enemies than as a trf-
bute to the opinion of my friends.” .
