Allies Attacked the City With Awful 
Results, Owing; to the 

Chinese Fire.
Hen Tsln, July 13.—(Via Che Foo, July 

15, and Shanghai, July 16.)—At 2 o’clock 
this afternoon 7000 of tbe allied troops 
were attempting to storm the walls of the 
city. The attack began at daylight, its 
success is doubtful. The Cfiineee on the 
walls are estimated conservatively at 20,- 
000. They are pouring a terrific 'ball of 
artillery, rifle and mnehine-gun fire upon 
the attackers. American, Japanese, Brit­
ish and French troops are attacking from 
the west nnd Russian from the east.

Americans Suffered.
The Americans suffered terribly. As the 

Associated Press representative left the 
field, the chief surgeon of tbe Uth In­
fantry said It was a conservative esti­
mate that 25 per cent, of the Americans 
bad been hit. Colonel Emerson H. Lis­
cum Is reported to have been mortally 
wounded while walking ln front of hla 
troops.
