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IRE INSPECTION 16 FAULIY
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Coroner’s Jury Develops Interesting
Intormation Concerning. Blaze
in Mclntosh Building.

FIREMEN ARE NOT WELL PROTECTED

Chief Thompson Did Not Order the
Men to the Position Where
They Met Death.

‘Another session of the coroner’'s jury
investigating the fire of last week
was held last night. A number of
witnesses were examined and the fact
was brought out clearly thatthe build-
ing was known among firemen as a
death trap. One of the foremen who
was among the party which inspected
the  McIntosh building Dec. 23 last tes-
tified that he had told the men that if
the buiding ever eaught fire it should
be abandoned entirely when the blaze
had reached a certain point. Further
he asserted that the fire had reached
the point before the walls fell where

, it should have been immediately aban-
doned by the firemen.’ ¥

The testimony‘v deceloped th fact
that Chief Thompson had not ordered
any of the men killed into the' posi-
tions where they had met death.

An interesting story was told by
Fireman Lowry, one of the men work-
ing close to See and Clarke when they
were crushed to death, of his miracu-
lous escape. He was working within
four feet of the men who were killed.
While standing near a window the
wall fell outward, The space where
the window cut into the waall spread
over Lowry, and that fact, together
with the proximity of a large truck,
saved his life. He said he knew nothing
from the time he observed the wall
tottering until he came to his senses
lying under the big truck unhurt.

Details of the Testimony,

Fireman Wm. J. Swift, foreman of
No. 5 hose section, saw the walls fall
and kil some wof the firemeni He
heard the chief sound a warning to
the men just before the walls fell. He
had been one of a party to inspect
the MclIntosh building Dec. 23, 1901.
He knew the building was dangerous,
but could not say that a written report
of the dangerous condition of the place
was made. It was not always cus-
tomary to make wrritten reports in
such cases. The men were informed
of the locations of dangerous buildings
verbally. He had in this case told
the foreman that the McIntosh build-
ing was dangerous. There were no
cross-supports in the building to pre-
vent its collapse. He thought he had
talked over this feature with the
chief, but he did not report to the
chief directly that the building was
unsafe. The witness was very vague
about the inspection of the building.
He knew that the party had agreed
on inspection that the building was
dangerous.
the witness was unsatisfactory and
showed rather a careless system of
supplying to the individual firemen
details about dangerous buildings. He
