Senator Forget—"‘You propose that 
before I can insure with unlicensed 
companies, 1 must offer that insurance 
to four-fifths of the Canadian licensed 
companies to the district? Suppose I, 
do that, and while these companies are 
willing to take the risk, X am dot sat­
isfied with the.rate, will I have W ac­
cept that rate, or can I go outside and 
Insure under the amendment which- you 
propose?”

Mr. • Laidlaw—”A Canadian 
would have to be accepted under our 
proposal. However, there is competi­
tion between line, mutual and non- 
tariff companies.”

Senator Forget—“That does not seem 
to be" fair to me."

Mr. Laidlaw pointed out that a com­
bine law existed In Canada, and there 
was not much danger of the fire com-, 
pan les running the risk of being pun­
ished under it. If further control were 
desired, there could be government In­
spection of rates. The 15 per cent, 
clause would keep good and sound mu­
tual companies out of Canada, as no 
company that intended to pay could 
safely make such a cut. The clause 
would not deter fraudulent companies 
from coming in, as they never Intended 
to pav and <wily wanted the premiums.

Mr. Laidlaw stated that if rates were 
high in Canada, it was because losses 
had been high.

"In some way or other your asso­
ciation should endeavor to bring about 
a greater consolidation of fairs In On­
tario,” said Mr. Duff. Tn New York 
state' there are only 92 annual fairs 
held, while In Ontario wltji a smaller 
area, we ' have over 350. A consolida­
tion would be a great saving Tn time 
and labor. President"’Creelman took 
the opportunity to notl(y the public 
that he had no idea of making a de­
parture Into politics, and said: "The 
position I now .occupy as principal of 
the Ontario Agricultural College Je as 
large a position as I ever hope to fill, 
not that 1 ever expect to be able to 
fill It as It should be filled.”
