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L. ‘PACKER® STRIKE AND SOME
The eighth week of the struggle be-
tween the big packers and the unions
has run lts course. It is only natural
that each side claim that they are
sycceeding in their efforts to gain the
ascendancy, It is evident that the
ranchmen of the northwest states
have been and are likely to be heavy
sufferers pecuniarily. On some of the
large ranches scarcity of rain caused
short dry grass; they could put up
little hay; theif cattle are far from
good range cattle; they are compelled
to send most of them to market, and
the inferior range cattle in large num-
bers pull down the price of the better
range and grass cattle, At Chicago on
August 27, export cattle were put up
at $4.75, being a break of $1 to $1.I5
since the strike began, Liverpool ex-:
port grades sold as low as $3.60 and
Montanas were bought for the West
India trade at $3.50. Stockers and
feeders were moved at low figures, but
a clearance could not be effected. A
non-contestant in the struggle says:
All the plants are operated in all de-
partments. The new help are gradually
learning to handle ‘their work with a
degree of skill which inexperienced
workers can pick up in a short time,
Yet in every department there is a
lack of organization and of control
among the employes, There is little
discipline and poor work, and slow
work, which at no other time would
be tolerated for a moment, passes
without comment., The work accom-
plished at the plants is done at an
increase of cost, and is not done as
well as under ordinary conditions,
Much work, however, is being turned
out, and the packers claim that they
are filling all orders.” Every farmer
in Western Ontario who can afford to
purchase a number of eastern ‘“stock-
ers,” to clean up the roughage, and
consume the surplus hay, and which
can be turned out to pasture next sea-
son, will find a market for their pre-
pared cattle at a remunerative figure.

CHILLED BEEF VERSUS HOME
CATTLE.

During the week ending July 29
the trade at the central market
was decidedly slow, chilled and for-
eign beef having an advantage over
the fresh killed. As much as 3s
per stone was occasionally realized
for chilled hind quarters, which was
more than top figure quoted for
Scotch and English beef. The ex-
cessive heat of last week had a dis-
astrous effect on dead meat and
poultry, and serious losses were
sustained. Enormous quantities
were condemned ,and pork espec-
jally became unsalable, at a reduc-
tion of penny per pound.—(London
Live Stock Journal.)

The above description of the
greatest dead meat market in the
world, is a revelation of changing
conditions in the British meat trade.
Two years ago Scotch and English
farmers and butchers would have

scouted the prophecy of any enthusiast|

who averred that prime Scotch and
English beef would sell at a less price
than United States chilled hindquar-
ters. The World was informed the
other day by an experienced dealer,
who visits the British meat markets
to keep in close touch with the trade,
that the large. butchers in the popu-
lated centres of England have found
by experience that chilled beef will
keep in condition from one to two
days longer after exposure in their
shops than the fresh Kkilled beef,
This is a great consideration, especi-
ally in an unusually hot summer. Not
long ago a retired mercha’m inter-
viewed every dealer in the Smithfield
market, to ascertain how many con-
fined their purchases exclusively to
Scotch and English beef; there were
just two dealers! The big meat pack-
ers of the United States have estad-
lished wholesale depots in the prin-
cipal ports of Britain for their chilled
beef and pork. They also have many
retail shops under their control for the
sale of their own meats and provisions.
They consider themselves firmly ea-
trenched in their British trade, never-
theless, they are wary. Any attempt
made by Canadian exporters to open
up a chilled beef trade will be met by
their determined opposition. They
know the value of the business, Can-
adians need not despair, there is one
way by which Canadians can come to
the front in securing a large share
of the chilled beef trade of Great
Britain, and The World will be pre-
pared to point the way out at an op-
portune time.

Farm Always Needs Sheep.

Sheep have been said to have ‘‘a gold-
en hoof.” They have been credited with
being great renovators of run-down or
worn-out farms, and have been called
fertility ‘‘conservers.” They are the
latter,and more, too. The life and hab-
its of sheep make them not only ‘‘con-
servers’” of fertility, but distributers of
it where most needed;if given an oppor-
tunity. Tho sheep are adverse to wa-
ter, and always seek an elevation for
their resting place, they do like the suc-
culent growth, even tho it be weeds,
found in the lowland of a field or pas-
ture which has been enriched by the
;\'asahings from the higher surrounding
and.

These two peculiarities of sheep were
very forcibly illustrated upon the farm
of W. P. Adams, to which I referred in
a former letter, says W. B Lloyd.
When the sheep were turned into a
clover field they at once sought out the
spots where the clover did not catch
and eagerly devoured any weeds or pig-
eon grass that had taken possession of
the spaces; they then sought the weeds
and succulent grass in the low places
and runs in the field, leaving the clover
on the high land, where most needed to
enrich the soil, untouched.

After all else in the field had been
eaten the sheep would take the clover
blossoms and, perhaps being turned in-
to a new pasture, a small portion of the

clover on the portions of the field where
| most needed remained. More than this,
{ when night came the sheep sought the
higher portions of the field for their
resting place, and their droppings there
| deposited the fertility gathered during
{ the day from the lower land, thus car-

SET HENS ON WATCH.

Le Sueur Lyre Gives More Question-
able Hints to Farmers.

Le Sueur, Minn., Sept. 3-—(Special.)
—Timothy Varney, who < lives three
miles east of Le Sueur and keeps about
200 hens, has been greatly troubled, as
have most people who keep hens, by
the persistent desire manifested by the
fowls to sit, in season and out, on
eggs, stones, or door knobs, or anything
else that comes handy. But he has
got hold of a plan now which he has
quietly tried this season with perfect
success and which he warrants will
cure the worst Light Brahma cluck
that ever vexed the heart of man of all
desire to sit, and all in less than three
hours.

The cure consists of a cheap watch,
with a loud and clear tick to it, in-
closed In a case, that is white and
shaped like an egg. When a hen mani-
fests a desire to sit out of season he
gently places this bogus egg under her
sheltering breast and the egg does the
rest. It ticks cheerfully away and
soon the hen begins to show signs of
uneasiness and stirs the noisy cgg
around with her bill, thinking, perhaps,
that it is already time for it to hatch
and there is a chicken in it wanting to
get out. She grows more and more
nervous as the noise keeps up and
soon jumps off the nest and runs
around a while to cool off, but returns
again to her self-imposed duty. It
gets worse and worse with her and
she wiggles about and cackles, ruffles
her feathers and looks wild, umtil at
last, with a frenzied squawk she aban-
dons the nest for good and all. That
incubating fever is broken up com-
pletely.

Mr, Varney finds use for half a dozen
of these noisy eggs and claims_that
they pay for their cost over and over
during the year, by keeping the nens
at the business of laying and w0t per-
mitting them to waste the golden hours
in useless incubating.

Dairy Notes.

The chief advantage of deep-setting
of milk is that it is less exposed to ai-
mospheric influence. -

When necessary to mix different lots
of cream it should be done twelve hours
before it goes into the churn.

In making good butter attention to

the proper ripening of the cream is of

more importance than skill in manipu-
lation. % .

Good cream raising can be only ob-
tained by keeping the milk sweet as
long as possible and skimming off the
cream while the milk is sweet.

Cream should always be well stirred
twice a day. This helps to ripen it
evenly and prevents white ﬂpecks from
showing in the butter,

The smaller the butter globules can |
be made in the butter the nearer they
will be full of buttermilk.

Churn promptly when the cream is
ready for churning. Every moment, it
stands after that is detrimental.

See that the cream does not get too
ripe in hot weather. If too ripe it will
soon get too sour and the quality of the |
butter will not be so good. The texture
of butter depends partly on the animal,
partly on the feed and partly on the
temperature of the cream when churn-
ed

If a dairy cow is properly fed and
cared for she will do her best, but she
will never do all that she is capable of
without good care. e

It is better to breed and raise the
dairy cows than to try to buy them.
Breed them right with a good dairy-
bred sire and you will get more good
COWS.

Ontario’s Crop.

Chicago Live Stock World: Ontarid,
the richest province in the Canadian
Dominion, records the smallest wheat
crop in its history.

Ontario, a quarter of a century ago,
was the banner wheat growing section
of North America. That sceptre has
now passed to the northwest, but there
is an explanation for the decrease in
Ontario’s wheat output. It is a case
analogous with that of Michigan, Con-
stant cropping so reduced the yield
that wheat raising was no longer |
profitable. In this extremity the On-
tario farmer reserted to beef making,
hog raising and dairying. The Michi-
gan man became a mutton feeder.
The result is that both sections are
recuperating depleted fertility and
making more money than was dream-
ed of during the wheat raising era.

Ontario’s small wheat crop means |
something. It demonstrates that farm-
ing can be put on a basis of maximum
profits only by the agency of animal
husbandry.

HKeceipts of live stock at the city market
were 77 car loads, composed of 1101 cattle,
515 hogs, 1030 sheep and lambs, and 41
calves.

With the exception two or three loads,
the quality of fat cattle was far €romy
good.

Trade was slow and draggy, and drovers
pronounced it the worst of the season.

Prices were much the same as last week,
certainly no better.

In this condition, probably long con-
tinued, the sow farrows, a fever re-
sults, caked udder follows, it becomes
inflamed, sore to the touch, and ter-
ribly painful when attacked by hungry
pigs eager for their natural susten-
ance. A passion amounting to insanity
follows—a failing that human beings
are not always exempt from—and the
{sow chooses the shortest route to what
(she thinks is relief. That condition of
the udder should have been known if
not prevented, and it should have been
bathed with hot water and then rub-
bed with an ointment made of one part
turpentine to two parts lard, applied
while warm. Relieve costiveness and
give a dry, warm beéd, and in a few
hours the soreness will be so allayed
that the pigs may nurse with safety.
A good physic in such cases is a pizsce
of salt pork cut in the centre down to
rind; put in the slit a tablespoonful
of calomel for a large sow, proportion-
ately less for a smaller one. Feed a
{few small slices of pork without calo-
