The Japanese were greatly out­
numbered when the attack was be­
gun, and their dead were piled in 
heaps behind the low, mud walls of 
the village. The Russian dead were 
scattered over the field, almost car­
peting it. There were also evidenc­
es of desperate hand-to-hand fighting 
near the village. The bodies of the 
Japanese and Russians, were piled 
together in scores. The bodies show 
many wounds, indicating that the 
men were fighting to the last,though 
wounded. Likampu, was the scene 
of fierce street, and house to
house struggles. Every street, lane, 
and compound wall, shows Its heap 
of dead.

Many buildings were burned, cre­
mating the wounded, who crawled 
into them for shelter. To seek cov­
er for the advancing troops was 
impossible owing to the frozen
ground, and both Japanese and Rus­
sian charges were made across the 
open fields.

The fighting, at this point, was 
probably the most deadly, and des­
perate of the entire war, thus far. 
The Chinese were not allowed on the 
field, for it was feared, that they 
would rob the dead. Hundreds of
Japanese soldiers, are engaged in
clearing the fields, burying and burn­
ing the dead, Most of the Jap 
wounded, have been removed to the 
hospitals in Mukden.

A Bitter Rebuke. 1ar-
The Russian military annals con­

tain no more bitter imperial rebuke. 
While it was known that the war 
couhcil had already decided to sup- 

. plant Kuropatkin after the Mukden 
disaster, the decision to confer the 
task of saving the remainder of the 
army on Linevitch, in the very midst 
of its flight, although bruited last 
night, came as a surprise.

It transpires that Emperor Nichol­
as, upon the advice of General Drag- 
omiroff, and War Minister Sakiroff, 
determined that the step was neces­
sary when it became apparent yes­
terday morning that Kuropatkin, 
while concentrating for a stand at 
Tie Pass, seemed unaware that the 
Japanese had worked around west­
ward again, and practically allowed 
himself to be surprised.

Old reports, brought by General 
Gripenberg, regarding Kuropatkin’s 
failing mentally, also had influence, 
Under the circumstances therefore, it 
was considered imperative, in view 
of the exceedingly perilous position 
of the army, to turn over its com­
mand to Linevitch, who alone had 
been abio to bring off his army in 
order, after the battle of Mukden. 
His record during the Chinese war, 
had also demonstrated his capacity 
as commander. Kuropatkin will re­
turn to St. Petersburg forthwith.

General Oku’s Headquarters,, Mon­
day, March 14.—via Fusan.—In the 
recent fighting around Muk/fen, Gen­
eral Oku lost between 15,000 and 
20,000 men, and it is estimated the 
army has inflicted on the Russian 
force a loss of 50,000, including pris­
oners. General Oku’s army suffered the 
heaviest of the Japanese armies, for 
the reason that it was forced to meet 
the entire Russian force to protect 
the retirement of General Kuropat­
kin’s army.

Don’t Want the Philippines.
Washington, March 17.—Kegeoro 

Takakiri, the Japanese minister, re­
plying to a published statement as­
serting that the Japanese are plan­
ning to insist on the possession of 
the Philippines as soon as convenient 
after the conclusion of the war with 
Russia, declared in an interview with 
a PoEtf. reporter yesterday, that such 
was not the case. He added: “The 
possession of the islands by the Un­
ited States is beneficial to Japan 
and its people. The United States 
has given an object lesson to the 
Orient of a more effective civilization 
and we are trying to do our best to 
teach the Koreans, as well as the 
Chinese. It is true that the advent 
of the United States as the control- 
ing power in the rich possession 
the Philippine Islands, is a matter of 
close interest to Japan. Before 1898 
there was little intercourse and trade 
between the two groups of islands, 
but since the American pccupation, it 
to a notable fact that both have in­
creased considerably.

“My opinion regarding the relation 
Japan should maintain with the 
Philippines, is very simple—that they 
should be good neighbors, whose so­
cial and political commerce should be 
social and peaceful. Japan wishes 
other nations to be peaceful and 
prosperous so that she may be also.**

Had Half a Million Men.
General Oku’a Headquarters, Sat­

urday 11, via Yinkow, March 16— 
From information received from Rus­
sian prisoners and residents of Muk­
den it. is estimated that General 
Kuropatkin's forces at the beginning 
of the battle of Mukden consisted of 
over 460,000. 
wounded, before March 10, is esti­
mated at 70,000. Nearly all his 
wounded were removed north, before 
the railway was cut. Less than 1,- 
BOO remained in the Russian hospi­
tals at Mukden. Three hundred Ja­
panese Were found in these Russian 
hospitals also, 
number ;of prisoners captured are yet 
incomplete. Over 2,000 were cap­
tured in Mulfden, including the 
wounded. The Russians set fire to 
stores and the railway station, but 
they were only partially destroyed. 
The Japanese saved large quantities 
of flour and bean cake and other 
supplies.

The task confided to General Line­

vitch of withdrawing what is left of 
the great army of 350,000 men, is a 
difficult one.
