wheat crop—the perishing of the potatos crop—
and clamor for thie opening of the English ports to
the admission of grain and flour at a noniinal duty,
by an order in council,—have given rise 1o an ad-
vance in the prices of flour and'grain in this coun-
try far beyond what the actual prices in thé Eng-
lish market will justify. \Ve are not inclined to
express any confident opinion, in regard to what
the Biitish Government may do, in consequence of

. the clamor of the free trade League, and the corn
dealers and speculators, for the free admission of
a large quantity of grain and flour now in bond
belonging to the latter, but we see wo principle on
which they can be expected to depart at the pre-
sent moment from the policy which has been ad-
hered to for years, in opening the ports at this
time, on the terms proposed. An advance in the
average price of domestic eorn, will reduce the
rate of duty. This will secure the import of foreign
corn to meet the actual demand, whatever it may
be, and at prices not essentially higher to consu-
sumers, than they will be compelled to pay, should
the duty be abolished altogether.

‘We do not therefore. suppose it probable that
American wheat and flour will be at present admit-
ted to consumption in England. on other terms than
those of the sliding ecale of duties presented by
law. It is therefore unsafe for shippers of flour
to England, to rely on the entire remission of the
duty, and it seems to be an extravagance of specu-
lation, for operators on this side of the Atlantic, to
go far in advance of those in E g nd,who must be
quite as well possessed as they, ui the facts bearing
on the question. The following remarks are from
a-correspendent.

BREAD STUFF SPECULATIONS.

‘The attention of the writer has been called to
the followin which appeared in the
Courier ofM%ndny last, and on examination he
finds the figares to be correct. [t will be well for
those who deal largely in Bread Stuffs, to bear in
mind, that there are two circles now moving in
England, both of which are actively alive to the
present position of that country, as it respects tle
article of Food. One is the political circle, which
is bitterly opposed to the present hizh rates of duty
on foreign grain, flour, &c.~—the members of which,
‘comprising a great portion of the common people,
with powerful leaders, will magnify the probability
of distress and starvation on account of the potato
- disease, short grain harvest, &c., to the utrost.

' _The other circle comprises the' Dealers and
rs in these artickes, and the movements
% this circle-is, of the two, \he:safest guide as to
' ‘thereal state,of things. : e
" Theatatement prepared by the-author of the

- -—Courier Review (in case his calculations are cor-

rect, and which we have no reason to doubt,) shews
the movements of the dealers and speculators in
bread stuffs in England, by their acfual operations
in the way of baying and ‘selling, and among this
+ class there seems to be much less excitement at
he seat of the anticipated distressing scarcity, than
among the same class in our own country. The
‘consequence is, that instead of meeting the orders
Trom England, limited according to the highest
prices current there at the lust dates, the holders
of flour and grainin the American markets have
< ‘advanced pricesso high, as to prevent shipments
except on a very limited scale,and the buying and
selling therefore is chiefly among our home sp cu-
. lators and deaslers. Should this plan of checking
shipments continue much longer, and a considera-
ble portion of our immense surplus happen finally
to remain on our hands, the effects will be sudly
disastrous to those who are among the last to re-
alize. We would say, therefore, look rather to the
actual operations of dealers in England, even of
speculative dealers, rather than to the hue and cr
of English politicians and highly excited specula-
tors at home. The crop of wheut in 1843, accord-
- ing to the Government estimates, was 100 000.000
bushels, and corn 494,000.000 ;—1844, wieat, 95,
000,000, and corn, 4:20,000.000. The crop of wkeat
this year is said to be 125,000,000 bushels ; sup-
Ppose 1t to be 115,000,000, and corn between the
‘quantity of last year and year before. Lost year's
.excess was considerable, and now we have an in-
erease in the wheaterop of this year of probably
20,000,000 bushels over that of last year, which is
€qual to nearly 5,000,000 barrels of flour.

New-York, Nov. 22— Polly Bodine’s T'rial.—
The same scene to which we alluded last week—
the impossibility of procuring an unpartial jury—is
still going on in the case of this woman, indicted
for murder and arson. It does appear that the good
sense of the community has at last been aroused to
a full perception of the absurdity and absolute ini-
quity of the present system of admimstering crimi-
nal justice. The vast expense entailed on the
county —already ing to many th of
dollars, probably—is not by any means the most
serious evil connected with this matter. Justice is
defeated, and the forms and ceremonial of our
courts made a farce,

There is evidently something wrong in our pre-
sent system of the administration of justice.—in the
construction of the law....in the orgunization of the
criminal courts...or in the arrangement of the bar.
We do not wish to make any remarks applicable to
any particular individuals on the bench or at the
bar : but it is very evident that for many years
past, a certain portion of the bar have made it their
business to throw every possible obstacle in the
way of the due execution of the laws, and to put
the State to more expense in maintaining them,
than ever was intended by the framers of our sys-
tem of jurisprudence. We have seen criminal after
criminal taken hold of by some members of the
legal profession, and in the face of the clearest evi-
dence of guilt, and in opposition to the common
sense of mankind, we have seen these criminals
get rid of the meshes of the law and the justice
due to their crimes, by the activity, if not some-
times the demoralized exertions, of a: portion of the
bar.—Herald.

Crisis of the Taniff Question.—According to the

Liverroor, Oct. 17.--Ruilways.—W hatever
may be the fate in store for the present race of
railway speculatars, the ultimate-results of milway
enterprise to the country are past a doubt. We
are not throwing our money ' down into Mexican
mines, nor lending to United States repudiators.
What we are doing will be enduringly, increasingly
and certuinly profitoble to us.qr to those whu
come ufter us. Weofthis gencration may, indeed,
err inost disastrously for ourselves, by making in-
vestients, beyond our means, in national improve-
ments wlhich can yield no immediate retarn; but
thers can be 10 sort of doubt that the improvements
will be improvemants. We are fitting up our coun-
try in the completest and most efficient manner,
for the use of the industry and trade by which we
live, and adding immensely to its se:urity and
mesns of defence in the event of war. These ad-
vantages of our ingular position which'had been, to
a great extent, impared by the discovery of the
power of steam, are about to be re-established by
the agency of the saine element. Should that con-
tingency arise, which, in the present temper of our
nearest continental neighbour, it were unwise to
rezard as violently improbuble, a country veined
and reticulated with iron roads and electric tele-
gruphs—by meaus of which its whole military force
might be concentrated, on the shortest notice, on
a single point of coast—1would possees resources for
securing itself against surprise, perfectly novel in
the annals of warfare. Every line, and branch
line of Railway will be, as it were, a fibre of a vast
nervous system, transmitting sensation and voliti-
on, with the instantaneonsness of thought.

‘That these national adyantages will be realis-
‘ed—that this island will eventually be fitted up
with the appliance of cheap and rapid transit, on a
ecale of magnitude and efliciency such as the im-
agination of our most daring railway enthusiasts,
is, as yet, scarcely able to realise distinctly— there
can now be no doubt. ‘The capital and ‘industry
of Great Britain have willed this, and will achieve
it. 'Whether this magnificent result shall, or shall
not, be uttained without any ruinous intermediate
reyulsion and collupse, isa question for the most
serious consideration of the Government, and of
those classes whose opinion governs the Govern-
ment.—(Mercury.)

IreLaxp.—The Dublin Evening Mail published
a charge delivered by the Lord Primate to the cler-
gy of his diucese, on the occasion of his visitation
at Arinagh.

Inpian Sarcoruacus—A curious Indian sar-
cophagus was last week landed from the Sharon,
fram Beirout. It was put on board from H. M. ship
Warspite, by order of the British Consul at Beirout,
where it bud been dug out of some ruins. The
sarcophagus is cut from eolid blocks of statary
marble, comprising the lid and the lower part or
chest in which the body has been deposited. The;
lid is slightly sloped from the centre, or roof-shaped
the lower part 1esembles a massive chest, on a
slight pedestal. The whole is but roughly cut,
having small chisel marks over the entire sarfuce.
The work is, however, ornamented with some taste,
and the general effect is good. ‘There are ram'’s
heads at the fourangles of the lid or cover, and
two bulls' heads upon the front, aud one in the
centre of each end, the spaces between being filled
up with something like serpents pendant in fes-
toons from each of the more prominent ornaments.
The surcophagus is 7 feet 3 inches long, 3 feet
wide, and 2 teet 8incaecs high.

StockuoLy, (SwepeN) Oct. 13.. ~The harvests
all over Sweden have this year been so bad, us
well in quantity as in quality, that a scarcity is
greatly feared. The Government is taking the
most active measures to prevent this,and a royal
ordinance hasalready been issued, which bestows
a high premium on all those persons authorised to
make brandy from grain, if they will renounce this
manufacture for the space of three months. The
disease in potatoes which now prevails all over
Denmark, hus just appeared in the city of Malmoe
in South Gotina.

Inpra.—Upper India is at this present time the
scene of an experimental extension of steam navi-
gation, the success of which forms an epoch well
worthy of record. A steamer has proceeded up
the Ganges far beyond the usual limit, to Ghur-
muktesur Ghat, near Meerut. Another has found
her way npon the Indus and the Sutlej to Feroze-
pore, and is now, in all probability, at Loodianah,
still higher up. Thus two British vessels, the one
advancing from the Bay of Bengal, and the other
from the Arabian Sea, have approached within two
hundred miles of each other on the northern con-
fines of Hindostan, and almost at the feet of the
Himalayas.

Much distress and misery has been caused in the
country tothe west of Calcutta, by the dreadful
inundations which have lately prevailed. The in-
digo crop has suffered considerably.

Cuixa.—Hong Kong papers contain an account
of the total loss, by fire,on the 21st June last, of
the barque C. C., a fine vessel, of 440 tons, belong-
ing to Messrs. R. and J. Ilenderson, of London.

Tuy. WraTnea.—The present season is pecu-
liar and cxtraordinary ina remarkable degree;
presenting almost a constant succession of rain-
storms and gales. For about three months past,
the prevailing characteristic of the weather has
been “ wet”; and during all that time, we believe,
we have not had over three dry Sundays ; of which
last Sunday was one. But on the evening of that
day, the clouds again began to gather in masses,
and during the mght discharged their burden in a
heavy fall of snow ; so that our streets yesterday
morning p ted bly wintry appearance’
for a short time. This, however, speedily disap-
peared, as the morning advanced; a light, driz-
zling rain setting in, and sweeping away the
fleecy snow from" the ground; which, towards
evening, increased to another violent rain-storm,
and was succeeded at night by one of those furi-
ous gales of wind and rain: with which we have of
late been so frequently visited. During the even-
ing there was one vivid flash of lightning, and a
heavy peal of thunder. To-day the wind is stiil
fresh, but the sun is struggling through the
clouds, and giving token of the approach of
pleasanter weather. The temperature is remark-
ably mild for the season, very few frosty days hav-
ing been experienced: and, what is more as-
tonishing, the river St. John, owing to the long
continued deluges of rain which have swollen its
waters, and continued its height several feet above
the ordinary level, is still quite open, (we belieye
even to Fredericton, if not above it,) and indeed
cannot close till it has consideraly subsided. This
remarkable openness of the season enabled the
Steamer Meleor to leave St. John yesterdsy for
Fredericton; an occurrence hitherto unprecedent-
ed on the first day of December ; and we should
entertain no doubt of her being enabled to reach
her destination, but that we learn that the river, al-
though from its unusual height not yet frozen. is
8o full of flouting ice, as to render the experiment
doubtful.

Divine Provipence over Exerasp.—In the
war of our time, the greatest since the fall of the
Roman empire—the war of the French Revolu-
tion—1I think that I can trace a divine protection,
distinctly givento England as the champion of
Justice, honour, and religion. I offer but the out-
line of this view ; but to me the prof is demonstra-
tive.—In every instanoe in which France aimed an
especial blow at England, that blow was retorted
by an especial retribution ; while her assaults on
the continental kingdoms were made with triumph-
ant impnnity. 1 give the examples. The French
expedition to Egypt was formed with the express
object of breaking down the influence of England
in the East, and ultiinately subverting her Indian
empire—that expedition was the first which tar-
nished the military renown of the Republic, eost
her a fleet, and lost_her an arny. Of the army
which Napoleon led to Egypt, not a bartalion re-
turned to Europe but as the prisoners of Enogland !
The French invasion of Spain was a blow aimed
expressly at England. Its object was the invasion
of England —the Spanish war broke down the mili-
tary renown.of the Empire, and was- prorounced
by Napoleon to be the origin of his ruin! Tha in-
vasion of Russia was a blow aimed expressly at
England. Ita object was the extinction of English
commerce in the whole sea-line of the north—that
invasion was punished, by the ruin of the whols
veteran army of France! Napoleon himself at
length met the troops of England, He met them
with an arrogant assumption of victory—** Ah! je
les tiens, ces Anglais.” Never was presumption
more deeply punished. This single conflict de-
stroyed him : his laurels, his diadem, and his dy-
nasty, were blasted together !”— Blackwood.

Presenving PoraToes.—The three great points
to be lookexi to in spring potatoes are these— lat,
‘o keep them dry ; 2nd, to keep them cool ; and 3rd,
to keep them well covered from the lightand frost.
All of these objects may be gained by the follow-
ing method of storing them :—In the first phace, the
holes in which they are placed sheuld be extremely
shallow (ifany holes are made at all), and the foun-
dation of the bogs should not be more than 3 feet
of 3§ feet wide.  On these potatoes should be plac-
ed in such quantities that there will not be mors
than from eight cwt. to halfa ton in a running
yard. To keep the potatoes dry,a sma!l drain
should be formed ail round the pits or bogs, and
the heaps should be well covered with sods and
earth. T'o furnish them with a sufficient supply of
fresh air, which is the only way to prevent their
heating, a row of tiles shonld be pliced under the
potatoes, rnnning from one end of the bog to tbe
other ; and, to render the ventilation still more com-
plete, tiles should also be placed at right angles
to this main ventilator, at the distance of from 14
to 2 yards from each other ; and chimneys of tiles
rising from the bottom to the top of the bogs,
shouﬁl be formed at moderate distances, say every
tvoyards. In frosty weatlier the openings may
easily be closed with straw. Where tiles cannot
be obtained, a very small drain in the, earth ora
row of brushwood under the potatoes, or, in fact,
any other contrivance by which such a supply of
air as will prevent the heating of the mass, will
answer. Ilitherto this method lhas always sucs
ceeded with us;and, in a season like this, when
the potatoe is full of moisture,and when the whole
crop has ripened prematurely from the frost, wa
feel confident that nothing but the utmost care in
supplying the potatoe pits with abundanes of fesh
air, either by this or some other method, will keep
the potatacs long enough either to serve as wholo-
some food through the winter months, or as healthy
sced in the spring of next year.— Liverpool Times,
