Our chief argument
is that the difference in the expense of constiucting
the twn routes, renders the Digby route the most
desirable, and, in fact, renders the other impracti-
cable. In conclusion, hie wished a careful survey
made by disinterested persons, and would state that
Iis constitnents would cheerfully abide the result,
and extend their aid to the project, even though the
decision should be adverse to their preference.

Mr. Wilmot replied to Mr. Johuston's remarks in
reference tothe navigation of the Bay of Fundy.
He was willing to acknewledge that he was some-
what afllicted with the Fundy hydrophobia, and
proceeded in a humorous strain of rewark to show
the impracticability of the Western or Bay route,
because of the uncertainties of Bay navigation, by
reason of the severe fogs in summer and the severe
sforms of winter. lHe also demonstrated its im-
practicability because of the uncertainties with re-
gard to time. Travelling upon that Bay, he had
discovered a new species of navigators there, those
who could steer by the nose. Ouce, in a dense fog,
wherc it was difficult to determine where they were,
he heard the cry, “ ease her, hallo, forward, there,
don't you emell land " Sure enongh they did
siell land, aud wmade the shore within a few rods

than he ever saw in the bay. ‘I'he resolution was
