7. No trunks or unnecessary clothes are to be sent with pa­

tients. All clothing must be delivered into the charge of the 
Matron on arrival at the Home, who will only allow one change 
of clothing in the wards. At the discretion of the Matron, each 
patient may have six pieces washed at the Home every week free

of charge.
8. On entering the Home, patients are requested to hand to
