problem. Many of the worst weeds are
getting ahead of the farmers, and, un-
less methods of control are put into
p:;gnce at once, will gain the upper

In 1910, 100 farms were visited in each
of the Prairie Provinces, and on 100 per
cent of the Manitoba farms, wild: oats
were found. In Saskatchewan, 71 per
cent, and in Alberta 8 per cent report-
ed wild oats. In 1911, on the game
farms in Alberta, 81 per cent reported
wild oats, while in 1912, a still larger
number reported this weed, showing that
it was travelling westward at a rapid
rate.

In 1914, 200 farms were visited in
Quebec. On 96 per cent of these farms,
couch grass was found, and 82 per cent
of the farmers reported it to be on the
increase.

Farmers cannot afford to ignore “the
danger from weeds. Yet ther is a la-
mentable lack of concerted action to
destroy these enemies of crop produc-
tion. Land is too valuable in Canada for
owners to permit 25 per cent of its pro-
duction power to be destroyed by weeds.
It is time that all who are interested
in agriculture realized the situation.
Steps must be taken to rid the soil of
the roots and the seeds. Co-ooperation
‘between farmers in the same community
and between farmers, the experimental
farms, and stations, and the govern-
ments, both federal and provincial, is
necessary before satisfactory results can
he secured. Only by continuing the
fight to the end with method and thor-
oughness, can these enemies be held in
check, and ultimate freedom from noxi-
ous weeds be achieved—F. C. N.

The bank
will be capitalized at $100,000, with a
$26,000 surplus. This committee will get
the bank under way as soon as possible,
having general oversight of the subscrip-
tions to stock and other routine matters,
Until they get the business established, it
is said the Manufacturers National bank
of this city will act as trustee,

This 'will be the first rural credit bank
of Maine, and will do a state-wide busi-
ness. The primary object is to give the
farmer a chance to have equal banking
facilities with the mepchant or shopkeep-
er. The scheme has been ‘tried out in
the west and been found practical and
satisfactory it is claimed. The bank
loans the farmer money on long time
mortgages, and issues ‘certificates against
these mortgages, to run for one year. So
whoever buys them cannot cash them in
until the term of the certificate has ex-
pired. This gives the bank its chanes
for its own investments, without dangei
of disturbance. In addition to this
rural credit business, the bank will do
regular commercial busmcas, thus in-
creasing the bank service of the two,cit-
ies this much,
