beginning of an extraordindry eﬁidemic
of nose bleeds, which so far numbers
its victims only among children under
twelve years. of age.

Many parents report that their young-
sters have been attacked late at night
with severe pains in the head, and that
these often result in blood pouring from
the nose.

So far ‘as can be. ascertained this
strange disease is a form of influenza,
for the patient usually complains of hav-
ing a bad cold- and of being stiff prior
to the nose bleeding.

APPEAL IN THE
KELLY CASE

Privy Council Allows It-—
Case Over Manitoba’s Par-
liament Buildings.

.

London, Jan. 24—(Canadian Press)—
The judicial committee of jthe Privy
Council today allowed the appeal of the
attorney-general of Manitoba against
John Kelly & Sons, contractors, of Win-
nipeg, who constructed a portion of the
parliament buildings in Winnipeg. The
Manitoba government petitioned the
Privy Council to sustain the award of
$1.207,361, with interest at 5 per cent
since July 1, 1914, given by a Manitoba
court against Thomas Kelly & Sons for
alleged faulty construction of the new
parliament buildings. The Manitoba
Court of Appeal cut the lower court’s
award down to $615,213 on October 4,
1918, thus reducing the total to about
one million dollars.

Hon. Thomas Johnson, attorney gener-
al for Manitoba, represented the prov-
incial government before the Privy Coun-
c¢il, and A. J. Andrews, K. C, Winnipeg,
