COLONEL GUTHRIE
IN TALK ON WAR
IN NEEDHAM HALL

In Needham, Mass., on last Thursday,
at the first forum meeting held under the
aucpices of Needham Post, American
Legion, Colonel Percy Guthrie, organizer
and commander of the Macl.ean Kilties,
gave a talk on the part taken in the great
war by his organization. The Boston
Globe says he spoke of the cause of the
war, stating that it, like all other wars,
was due to selfishness on the part of dif-
ferent nations. He spoke of the part
which the American women had played
in the great conflict, both at home and
abroad, and how they had proved them-
selves worthy of a full share in the fu-
ture problems of life.

Colonel Guthrie spoke of the different
claims made by various countries as to
which nation won the war, and said
that all the nations’ combined acts
brought the conflict to a close. He spoke
of the part that Belgium played in hold-
ing back the Hun, of the large num-
bers lost by France and Italy, of how
England was the watchdog of the seas,
and of the great part taken by America.
