IN PARLIAMENT

Party Vote Brings 29 Majonity
for the -“[nteyests"—Mr. Emmer-
son en Express Rates

Ottawa, Feb. 17—A division being taken
in the commons today on an amendment
of W. H. McLean, of South York, Ont.,
sulted in the governmentshowing a major-
ity of only 20. Mr. MacLean’s amend-
ment was to: have the matter of permit-
ting the Richelieu & Ontario Nayigation
Co. increase its capital to 5,000,000 and
give the directors power to apply the pro-
ceeds as they pleased, referred to the rail-
way board. He asked that the latter in-
vestigate and report upon the bona fides
of the application. The Liberals headed
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier to a man voted for
the ' amendment, while the Conservatives
headed by Premier Borden and rounded
up by Hon. Mr. White, minister of fin-
ance, voted against it.:

Hon. - Dr. Pugsley peinted out: that the
reason for the Liberal objection to allow-
ing this tramsportation’ company to “apply
the proceeds as they pleased,” was thdt
they had been known to be in mergers
which had not helped in the matter of les-
sening the cost of transportation, on the
contrary, the mergers had practically given
them a monopoly in certain sections and
the consequent lessening of = competition
had resulted in an increase in rates.

A resolution was passed summoning R.
C. Miller, formerly president of the Dia-
mond Light and Heat Co., of Montreal,.i0
appear before the bar today and explain
his refusal to answer questions as to Mis
statements that he had spent $41,000 in se:
curing government business for his com-
pany. He had supplemented his statement
with the assurance that he had not paid
the money to any minister, member or of-
ficial of the former government.

Hpn. Mr. Emmereon moved his resolu-
tion that express rates were excessive and
demanded a ‘thorough inquiry by the rail-
way commission. - Mr. Emmerson said that
the returns sworn to by the companies 'do-
ing express business in Canada ‘for 1811
had been $1,103,988 in profits, or 27 1-2 per
cent. on the original capital, and last year
nearly 23 1-2 per cent.
