| 60,000 TOURISTS AND $45,000,000.
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Al a meeting of the Council of the
Board of Trade of Kentville this week
it was decided to communicate with
the hotels and Boards of Trade of Hali-

. fax, Truro, and Yarmouth,, suggesting
$ome suitable way of advertising the
Province as a tourist centre. The Hali-
fax Chronicle says in an outline of the
programme of the Provincial Legisla-
ture which began its sessions yester-
day-: ‘

“This session will likely see definite
reoognition by the Government of the
importance of the tourist business to
Neva Scotia, and the possibilities of
the Provincial resources in that respect.
It is probable that a committes of the
House will be appointed very soon after
the commenceément of the session- to
study the tourist problem very closely,
‘and repért on its possibilities; and by
what ways and means the Government
can aid its development.” -

The plans of the State of Maine Pub-
ligity Bureau for the coming year have
just been announced. The Bureau
spent $29,208.5% last year, this amount
being subscribed from all over the
State. This year the Bureau, which
hds members in all parts of the State,
will spend more money than last year.
The announcement of its plans says:

“The publicity committee, -thanks to
the board of directors and the patri-
ctic supporters of the organization, will
have a very much larger sum of money
to use in advertising Maine during the
present year than it did in 1922. Al-
ready campaigns are being planned on
a much greater scope and it is being

- arranged to tap the fruitful fields of

the middle west in an effort to draw
vaicationists to Maine, The advertising
throughout that territory will be done
jn addition to that in other sections of
the country wheref publicity work was
carried on last spring. It is also plann-
ed to have an advertising campaign
for spring fishing, one for fall hunting,
another for winter sports, and some-
thing will be done to exploit the\attrac-
tions of Maine in Florida during the
beight of the latter’s tourist season
next year, A strong effort will be
made by the committee to get tourists
into Maine earlier and to make them
extend their stay latef in the fall.
Booklets and maps will be published in
the nhame of the bureau, and these will
be given an international

It is very interesting to read what
the Maine Burcau did last year. It
opened its offices in Portland last May,
and at the height of the season em-
ployed a staff of more than a dozen
men and women. The advertising in-
cluded display space in newspapers and,
n;agazines, the writing of stories, des-

~ cribing the advantages of Maine for

publication in periodicals everywhere,
many of these stories being finely illus-
trated with pictures of Maine; and the
issning of booklets, maps, and other
forms of literature describing the State
as a whole. The sum of $11,186.96 was
spent in newspaper and magazine ad-
vertising, and 5,203 replies were receiv-
ed, each one receiving individual atten-
tion by letter with good results. About
35,000 pieces of literature were mailed
out from the Bureau in reply to en-
quiries.. The Bureau does not confine
itself to summer tourists. Its business
s to sell the State of Maine, and it
gets a great deal of free publicity in
the -form of illustrated articles’ on
Maine, which newspapers and magaz-
inés accept. The Bureau made a record
of the number of touring cars which
passed its headquarters between 8 a.n.
and 8 p.m. in seven weeks from July
12 to Aug. 22. About forty ghousand
cars carrying more than 150,000 people
passed. They included cars from prac-
tically every Btate in the Union, six
Provinces of Canada, and the islands
of Porto Rico and Hawaii. The annual
report of the Bureau says:—

«While no verification is availgble,
it is felt that the conservative figures
used, 600,000 tourists annually coming
to Maine, arc a safe quotation, as well
as the statement that they leave here
upproximately $45,000,000.”

Such enormous figures quite take
one’s breath away. They suggest to
the people of the Maritime Provinces a
great and perennial source of profit.
One paragraph of the report will es-
pecially interest our people. It says:—

«An interesting group of figures was
that obtained last year in regard to the
number of tourists who enter Maine
from Canada. It was ascertained that
2,804 cars from Canaga passed through
Jackman from the city of Quebec up
to November 16. They carried approxi-
mately 8,412 people. During the entire
tourist season last year 2,044 cars car-
rying 6,442 entered Maine through Cal-

___ ais. Even Van Buren proved to be a

ay of some importancg for, up to
December 12, 83 cars carrying tourists
entered Maine through this point.
These cars carried approximately 250
people.”

Remarking that Maine has awakened
none too soon to a realisation of the
value of advertising her wares the re-
port furnishes the following interesting
information regarding what is done
elsewhere:

«Southern California, in 1922, set
$200,000 as & minimum for its public-
ity expenditure from March 1 to July
1. Northern California’s appropriation
for last year was $300,000. In January
it was stated that the Year Round
Club of California had expended $650,-
000 in advertising and the state had
reaped as a result of it a harvest of
$365,000,000 in ‘tourist traffic. San Fran-
cisco has appropriated $1,500,000 as an
advertising fund to be expended during
the.next three years, while other in-
terests in California, including the rall-

roads bring the total amount appro-|'

priated up to $2,000,000. Colorado, in-
cluding the railroads and various local
agencies in Denvér and Colorado
Springs, expended $700,000 in 1922 in
advertising, Last year Florida expended
approximately $1,000,000 in advertising
the state’s attractions, and 11 cities in
Florida appropriated nearly $400,000
for exploiting the attractions of their
separate communities. The United
States Shipping Board in 1922 had an
appropriation of $1,000,000, the greater
part of which was expended in adver-
tising and exploiting its cruises and
sailings.”

Surely the Maritime Provinces should |-

take advantage of their opportunity to
gain profit*from their advantages as a
resort for tourists. Maine has npthing
except hotels that these Provid(es may
not also offer.

THE U. S. AND EUROPE.

Whatever Washington  politicians
may say about the detachment of the
United States from Europe, the com-
mercial interests of the country realize
that a’ reconstructed and stabilized
Europe is essential to American wel-
fare. The National Foreign Trade Con-
vention to be held in New Orleans the
first week in May will have much to
say on that subject. Mr. 0. K. Davis,
the secretary, says the convention will
centre around the theme:—*“European
Conditions as Relating to World
Trade, and he also makes the follow-
ing intergsting observations:—

“This subject is by all odds the over-
shadowing factor in our foreign trade
and domestic prosperity today. In spite
of all that has been said on this sub-
ject there does not yet seem to be a
clear understanding of the part which
Europe plays in our daily life. More
than half our exports are sent to Eur-
ope; more than one-third of our im-
ports come from Europe. Under such
conditions it is not too much to say
that every man, woman and child in
the United States is vitally interested
in the present European developments.
The situation with regard to Germany
is particularly important. Germany con-
sumes more American products than
any other country, except the United
Kingdom and Canada. These exports
to Germany are largely foodstuffs and
crude materials, in the production of
which American farmers are particul-
arly concerned. The cotton planters of
the South, the grain growers of the
Middle West, the cattlemen of the
Southwest and the copper miners of the
Northwest all have a real personal
stake in our trade with Germany.”

This
deplorable outrage at last opened the
eyes of the home authorities to what
was going on in Palestine, with the re-
sult that the military administration
was abolished. A competent civil gov-
ernor replaced the miiitary adminis-
trator and Sir Herbert Samuel was
sent out to pour oil and wine into the
wounds which the unfortunate Jewish
inhabitants had received and to earry
out the declared policy of England as
announced in the Balfour Declaration.
Colonel Patterson’s book is one that
will be widely sought after on its
merits.

MORITURUS.

: The Carnegie. and Congressional
medals, Victoria Cross and other in-
gignia of the kind go usually to a per-
con who has performed some outstand-
ing deed of physical daring undeg the
shock of the occasion—a rescue from
drowning or from fire, a heroic act, in
battle or storm, which death might be
expegted to end: That such a deed is
performed without a thought for safety,
in an'ovérwhelming spirit of self-sacri-
fice for nameless humanity and, per-
haps, by persons who previous lives
have shown no trace of the higher side
of life does not detract from the essen-
tal nobility of the deed, but instead
thrills us with a realization of the
strength of spiritual things. And what
are -we to-say and think when the
heroism is continuous?

The story of Dr. Chatles Vaillant,
who has just received unique honors in
Paris, is the story continuous, not mere-
ly continual, fortitude. Some years ago
he began experiments with the X-ray.
‘He has lost one arm to the shoulder.
The other is gone to the elbow. There
is a cheering assurance that the progress
of decay will not be_ checked until it
kill¢ him. He has received the Carnegie
medal for heroism, the cravate of the
Legion of Honor, and the City of Paris
medal. Two natiods honored him, one
of them the United States, through Am-
bassador Herrick, and the other France.
The cable despatches say that he “ap-
pearéd the last affected man in the
whole assembly, ‘receiving his honors
with discreet but unconcealed joy and
betraying no sign of discouragement.”

Science does not play-to the galleries.
For one deed of heroism of which we
hear, there are hundreds in the labor-
atory, the study and the hospital. But
it is something to have two great na-
tions pause for a moment to acknow-
ledge their indebtedness to a hero of
science and civilization. One adjective
should cling during the ages to his
name,: “Valiant Vaillint” is a great
monument. |
