TOMORROW

Acceptance of the Dawes-
Young Report is the
Real Issue.

BITTER CAMPAIGN
Communists and Reaction-
" aries are Expected to
Make Gains.

(United Press Staff Cor.)
Berlin, May 3.—German po-

Jitical parties wound up a bitter
campaign today as the nation
prepared to go to the polls on
Sunday in elections for the new
Reichstag.

As the campaign closed, it
was apparent that the real issue
was acceptance or non-accept-
ance of the Dawes-Young report
as 2 basis for settlement of the

réparations problem.

«  Reactionaries, terming the ex-
perts’ report a “gecond Ver:
sailles,” condemmned the pro-
posed programme as “subject-
ing Germany to new slaveries,”’

while the Government party and
the Socialists advocated com-
plete acceptance of the repori
as “the sole method of achiev:
ing peace.” The Government
accused the reactionaries of
“wanting & new war”’ and Chan-
cellor Marx coined this popular
sentence. “We can’t fight with
canes and umbrellas, hence it is
silly even to think of non-fulfil-
ment of the experts’ recommen:
dations.” .
Ludendorff Threatened.

C ative {tical observers said

into a battle between reaction ana re-
publicanism.

Earlier predictions that both the re-
actionaries and the Communists wogld
show considerable galns in the election
still hold good, but during the period
since the Dawes-Young report was

published it is apparent that the .ex-
tremist tides have been stemmed some-

what.

Berlin authorities are alrea.dy awalit-
ing with anxiety the convening of the
new Reichstag, probably about the
middle of the month, as it 1s feared
that the extreme Communists will uti-
lize the occasion for rlotous demon-
strations, particularly against General
Y.udendorff, who i8 certain to be elected
a deputy on the Folks party, “extreme
“nationalist ticket.”

Predictions that Ludendorff will be
assassinated if he appears in parliament
are already being circulated.

Gains on both extreme wings, for the
Communists and for the Folkists and
Nationalists, are expected.

For the purposes of the election the
nation is divided into thirty-five elec-
tion districts, which in turn are group-
ed into sixteen election unions. Eac
election district has its sub-districts,
like “wards” in America.

The voters have a wide cholce, with
between one and two dozen parties
listed on the “ynified ballot”—an In-
novation this year in comparison to the
separate “party tickets” previously Is-
sued at the polling places.

Al Over 20 Vote.

Germany has equal suffrage, and
everybody over 20 years of age has a
vote insofar as he or she does not be-
long to the army, is not a convict, Is
not insane, and has not been deprived
of the honors of citizenship by a crim-
inal process.

The woman’s vote is expected to be
heavy, but without unusual influence, as
past experience here shows the women
vote about as their men folks do—only
perhaps slightly more reactionary.

Every 60,000 votes means one Reich-
stag deputy. A system has been de-
vised for pooling partial eixtles in a
district and again for pooling them in
an election union.

Vancouver, May 3—Hereditary chief-
tains of two of the oldest Fiji tribes,
Ratu Joni Antonio Rabioi, O. B.E., and
Ratu P. Veli, reached Vancouver this
afternoon, on aboard the R. M. S.
Makura from Suva. These two burly
South Sea lslanders, the former one of
the two native members of the Legis-
latlve Council of Fiji, and head of the
province of Cskandrova, the latter na-
tive chief and governor of the pro-
vince of Macusta, are on their way to
represent their native island at the
British Empire Exhibition, 1 recogni-
tion of the golden jubilee of Fiji, and
will sail from Montreal on May 9, on
the Canadian Pacific steamer Mont-

calm.

Both the chiefs are large, powerfully
built men, and their shining black faces
geem to smile perpetually. Ratu Rab-
fol was gvien the O. B. E. in recogni-
tion of his services to the Empire dur-
ing the war, in connection with the
organization of Fijian labor corps.
Both are highly thought of in govern-
ment circles in Fiji, and are traveling
in company with R. C. Higginson, a
member of the civil service in Buva,
who is returning to England, on fur-
lough. 7 .

This will be Ratu Rabiol’s first visit
to England, but Ratu Veli was one of
20 Fiji members of the native constab-
ulary who travelled to London in 1908
to ‘attend the coronation if His late
Majesty King Edward the Seventh.

They will leave for Winnipeg and
Montreal on Saturday evening.

Man was Seen Crouched in
Ogilvie Building Lobby
Just Before Alarm,

NOT IDENTIFIED

Business Man, Entering Of-
fice, Saw Him in Corner
of Entrance.

That a firebug is at work in St. John
is the suspicion entertained by Hugh

H. McLellan, fire marshal. ‘As a result
of investigations he held in connection
with the fires in the Central Police
Station building and the Ogilvie build-
ing he sald today that he is convinced
that both fires were set by some irre-
sponsible person. He said that in both
instances there were evidences of in-
cendiarism and he is sparing no effort
to bring the perpetrator to Jjustice.

The Ogilvie Fire

On the night the fire broke out in
the Ogilvie building one of the busi-
ness men who has offices in the upper
section hurried there to send word. to
friends regarding the outcome of the
civic elections. When he entered the
hall he noticel a man wearing an over-
coat and a peaked hat sitting on a
trink in one corner near the entrance
to the cellar. As the business man was
hurrying he did not pay any particular
attention to the man and it was only
after he reached his office that he be-
gan to wonder what the man was do-
ing. After sending out his message he
decided to investigate and when he
opened the door of his office he was
surprised to find the hall filling with
smoke. He hurried to the ground floor
and was forced to get out of the build-
ing as the smoke was very thick.

The two alarms, which resulted, at-
tracted the majority of citizens abroad
and also summoned all of the fire ap-
paratus in the central part of the city.
It is the belief that the same person
then went to Central Police Station
building, and, realizing that no one was
about except in the guard room, sneak-
ed upstairs and entered the closet ad-
journing the City Corhet Band room
where the fire there was first seen.

The fact that the flames had already
partially destroyed sections of the elec~
tric light wires is said to have been
responsible for the lights not burning
when the button was worked in the
hall. It is explained that once the fire
strick any of the wires it would put
the system out ‘of order.

A young man, who was suspected
by the police, was taken before the
business man in the Ogilvie building,
but he was unable to jdentify bim.
Fire Marshal McLellan is anxious that
citizens keep a sharp lookout for any
suspicious persons and if they are seen
loitering around any building to notify
the authorities. He feels that citizens
themselves should appreciate what a
menace any frresponsible person is to
life as well as property if they have a
mania for setting fires.

Alylrista.nt Supcrintendent Radlin fell
into a vat of codka and was drowned,
and 12 policemen and 20 workers were
injured as the Lithuanian coppers
fought desperately to recapture the dis-
tillery.

The workmen, after making a huge
dent in the vodka reserve, fought with
all the vigor derivable from intoxica-
tion, and hurled empty bottles at the
police for some time before being
driven out.

WAR TOKNIFE
SAY VEXED
LIBERALS

Will Continue Budget Sup-
port, Then Seek to Oust
Mac;DonaId.

FLAT REJECTION

Asquith’s Demand Defiantly
Refused—Conservatives
See Power Coming,

(Canadian Press.)

London, May 3.— Members
of the Liberal party today made
no effort to conceal their mortifi-
cation and anger over the re-
jection in the House of Com-
mons yesterday of the propor-
tional representation electoral
bill, which they declared was
due to the vindictive action of
about 80 Laborites.

These members of the govern«
ment party were declared by
the Liberals to have opposed the
bill in resentment against what
they regarded as the attempt of
Mr. Asquith, the Liberal leader,
to dictate to their party through
hié Fecent “pltimatum” to Prem-
ier MacDonald.

The Laborites themselves
made no secret of this resent-
ment and were quoted by Lib-
eral lobbyists as saying they did
not vote on the bill’s merits, but
for the purpose of hitting back at
the Liberals.

The Liberal newspapers today
are bitter in their comment, im-
plying that when the budget,
which the Liberals will support,
is disposed of, it will be war to
the knife between the two par-
ties.

Elections Must Come Soon.

The Dally News says: “The result
of a complete or of even a partial
breakdown of the Liberal-Labor under-
standing can only be a Conservative
victory in the general election which is

not likely to be long deferred.”

London, May 8—(United Press)—
What is interpreted as a grave blow
to the Labor party, and a step which
brings a general election nearer in
Great Britain, has come as a result of
Labor’s defiant refusal of a flat demand
by the Liberal party to support their
legislation.

The House of Commons on Friday
rejected the proportional representa-
tion bill by a vote of 288 to 144, de-
spite the fact that H. H. Asquith, Lib-
eral leader, had written Premier Mac-
Donald asking the Laborites to sup-
port the bill.

Arthur Henderson, Labor’s Home
Secretary, announced that the Govern-
ment would leave the bill to a free
vote, namely that it would not instruct
Laborites how to vote on the measure.
