From tho Philadelphia Record.
Des Moines, la., affords suclv an in­

teresting field for the consideration of 
the workings of Prohibition in a place 
where an effort is really made to enforce 
the law, that it is worth while to dwell 
a little on the results accomplished here 
before taking up other places where the 
enforcement of the law has been less 
rigorous. It has been shown that the 
number of arrests has greatly increased 
since Prohibition went into effect in 1884, 
that there has been a multiplication 
of the number of drinking places, and 
that the consumption of liquor has de­
creased little if any. This may bo call­

When the present law took effect Des 

Moines had sixty-three saloons, which 
paid into the city treasury $1,000 a year 
each, or $63,000 altogether, and this sum 
was available for paying the general ex­
penses of the municipality. In a place 
of the size of Des Moines, where the an­
nual running expenses of the city do 
not exceed $200,000, it can be readily 
seen how great a help this license money 
was and how far it went to lighten the 
burdens of the taxpayers. The $63,000 
disapeared, of course, with the advent 1 
of Prohibition, and ever since the city 
has been struggling in a sea of financial 
troubles. , ,

The loss of the $63,000 a year was bad 
enough, but on top of that came the ex­
penses of the “searchers,” and of the 
conrt proceedings growing out of the 
Prohibitory law, which must also be met. 
These run the total well up to $100,000, 
an amount which represents what the 
law cost the city of Des Moines each 
year. The sum is a pretty big one for a 
city with about 50,000 people, but there 
is no remedy for it Tne Grangers con­
trol the Legislature, and they demand 
the enforcement of the law in the capital

1CIt7; J1MSRY&» JAVA COFFEE.Then there are other phases of the 
question. The sixty-three saloon-keep­
ers, who, as might be expected from 
their ability to pay a license of $1,000 
each, were men of considerable busi­
ness talent, almost to a man left the 
city and State, taking their families 
with them. Including their employes 
and others dependent on the trade, the 
number that then emigrated from Des 
Moines may safely be estimated at 500. 
That meant some loss of business to 
merchants, grocers and others, as well 
as the throwing upon the market of 
sixty-three buildings and stores. 1 his 
depressed the prices of real :estate, and 
they have never recovered from the

There was a big distillery here, the 
only one in the State, that gave employ­
ment to 300 men and furnished the 
farmers an excellent market for their 
corn The product was refined alcohol, 
principally for the export trade. No 
liquors were made, but the establish­
ment came under the ban of the Pro­
hibition law, and had to close. The 300 
men where thrown out of work, and a 
considerable number left the city. The 
distillery, which is said to have been 
the.biggest of its kind in the world, has 
lain idle ever since.

Naturally a large number of Germans 
and others who are able to make the dis­
tinction between a drinker and a drunk­
ard, and who see nothing criminal or to 
be ashamed of in taking a glass ot beer, 
have gone to communities of greater tol­
erance. Immigrants, carefully warned 
at Castle Garden regarding the peculiar 
laws of Iowa, avoid the State in the 
choice of a home, and comparatively lit­
tle fresh blood comes to Des Moines from 
across the Atlantic. Small traders and 
others most affected by business depres- 
sionlhave gone to more thriving towns.
It is doubtful if Des Moines has grown 
any in the past three or four years, not­
withstanding her many advantages.

The city mignt endure all these re­
verses with better grace if prohibition 
prohibited in any way. But it doesnt. 
The places of the sixty three departed 
saloon keepers have been taken up by 
the lowest and the most degraded men 
and women as keepers of holes m the 
wall,” bv “bootleggers” and by drug­
gists. Many of the drug stores are the 
veriest shams, and sell liquor right along, 
not onlv on week days, but on Sunday 
as well; for they have the privilege of 
keeping open on that day. Just a here 
the benefits of the law come in is not 
very apparent to the casual observer, 
who, whatever his prejudices, cannot 
but be struck by the fact that Des Moines 
is falling behind in the never-ending 
competition between cities for commer-
C It is*a curious and significant fact, by 
the way, that there is only one booming 
city in Iowa, while in the High License 
States about her there are dozens of
