ence this morning at 9.30 a. m. After |
the opening exercises including prayer
by Rev. H. P. Smallwood, the minutes
were read and approved.

Reports were then read. Mr. Kirby
of the sabbath school committee reported
a decrease in the sabbath school work.
There xas an increase in the number of
schools and in the general attendance,
but a decrease in the attendance at bible
and adult classes. A decrease of 182
was reported in the number of conver-
sions; a decrease of 302, learning cat-
echism. This loss may be explained
from the fact that a number were taking
the Berean sheet; a decrease of 454 in
taking pledges was also reported.
