JOHN FREDERICK YOUNG—THE HERO.

IN HONOR OF THE HERO.

THE YOUNG nnno—l-lul.. ERECTED
BY THE PEOPLE OF ST.
JOHN, FINISHED,

It is to be Handed Over to the City
to-morrow, with Interesting Cere-
monies to Celebrate the First Anni-
versary of Fred Young’s Heroie Aet
—An Account of the Accident and of
the Memorial Ceremonies.

It will be just a year to-morrow since

the people of St. John were thrilled with

horror by the double drowning accident
in Courtenay bay, the occasion when
the noble Fred Young made the heroic
attempt to save Fred Mundee and perish-

oied with him in the angry waves. The

following is the account of the sad affair
as it appeared in the GaAzeTTE on the
30th of October 1890.

A number of boys were playing around
the railroad wharf at the foot of Union
street and one of the number, Fred
Mundee, son of Mr. Frederick Mundee,
liquor dealer, tripped on a spike on the
edge of the wharf and fell into the water.
A cry was at once raised by his compan-
ions, and soon Frederick Young, an em-
ployee of Howe’s factory came rushing
out from the establishment close by, and
leaped in to the boy’s rescue. Young
had a large life preserver and
he was not long in reaching the
drowning boy. He caught him
in his arms and called out for
some one-on the wharf to haul them in
by the line which was attached to
the buoy. But whoever had had hold of
the line when Young went over had let
go and now it was beyond the grasp of
anyone on the wharf. The two boys
gradually drifted out and were soon a
great distance off. The crowd which had
collected rushed wildly about,but could
not seem to devise a method by which
to rescue the Jads. The smaller boy was
still being held up by his rescuer,but his
face was in the water, and he was rapid-
ly meeting death in the madly rushing

2| waves.

An effort was made to launch a boat
which was lying on the beach near
Parks’ cotton factory, butit was dashed
to pieces against the wharf. -Another
was tried, but it filled with water. As
a last effort, several ropes were obtained
and knotted together, a boat was fasten-
ed to the centre of it and men endeavor-
ed to stretch the rope.from the breake-
water by the cotton factory to the wharf
at the foot of Union street, The rope
was nearly acroess when one end parted,
and the boat was beaten to pieces by the
waves.

Young still keld onto the lad but it
could be seen from the wharf that the
latter was dead. A bystander tied a
rope around his waist and tried to
swim to the now nearly exhausted boy
but the rope proved too short and he
had to be hauled back.

Young was now nearly exhausted and
Jet go of the smaller boy. He cried for help
but all seemed as if paralysed and did
nothing but rush madly around. No
farther effort was made to launch boats,
several of which were in the shipyard
near by, and after over an hour’s hard
battling with the fierce waves, the
brave boy who had courageously faced
danger and death to save a fellow being
threw up his arms and sank.

The Ceremonies Tomorrow.

The monument erected on King square
by the people of St. John and other
parts of the country in honor of the
hero is now finished, with the exception
of placing on one of its panels the
bronze plate containing the inscription
recording the occurrence. Tomorrow
being the first anniversary of the sad
affair, the contractors will formally hand
over the Young Memorial to the city:
and appropriate and interesting cere-
monies will be conducted to celebrate
the occasion. The ceremonies will be-
gin at 3 o’clock in the afternoon at the
monument. Two temporary platforms
have been erected near it, one to be used
as a stand for the speakers and for
the boys of standard V, who were
the school mates of the unfortunate Fred
Mundee, and the others for the 62nd
Fusileers’ band. The Balvage corps
will turn out in full uniform to act as
guards and to rope off a space around
the memorial so that the ceremonies
can be conducted 'without inconvenience
from the crowding of people. As Fred
Young was a member of Captain
Godard’s company of the 62nd Fusileers,
that company and other members and
officers of the battalion will turn out in
his honor in full uniform. It is ex-
pected that the N.B.B.G Artillery will
join the Fusileers in taking part in the
ceremonies. The English custom of
opening ceremonies will be followed,
“God Save the Quesn,” by the band, be-
ing the first number on the programme.
When the music stops, the con-
tractors, Messrs. McNeil & Connor, will
hand over the memorial to the city of
8t. John and his worship Mayor Peters,
acting for the city, will accept it. As
Fred Young attended St. David’s church,
its pastor, Rev. George Bruce, will deliver
an oration suitable to the occasion. Ad-
dresses will follow by the Grand Worthy
Patriarch of the Sons of Temperance,and
a representative of the Temple of Honor,
in both of which organizations the hero
was a member. The band will then
play a fantasia of several hymns. The 70
school boys of the grade to which Fred
Mundee belonged, will join in ginging
the first hymn to the tune of Old Hun-
dred, accompanied by the band. The
hymn, which has been compiled for the
occasion by School Secretary Mr. John
March, is as follows
« Amidst the surges of the sea
My soul, O Lord, clings fast to Thee.

Thy love subdueseach threatened 1ll,
Controls my fears, says Peace be still.

I come O Lord at thy command,

1 yield my spirit to thy bhand,

Stretch forth thine everlasting arm,

And shade me in the last alarm.

In closing the musical programme the
children will sing the first and last verses
of “Onward Christian Soldiers,” with the

band playing it. Prayer will then be
offered by Rev. Mr. Fotheringham, whose
Sunday school Fred Young attended.
The ceremonies will close by the band
playing Rule Brittania. Messrs McAvity
&Sons are casting the tablet and it is
expected to be ready to be put on the
memorial on Friday morning; it will be
placed in the panel facing the court
house, and will bear the following in-
scription.

“Erected as a public memorial to John
Frederick Young, who in the 19th. yéar
of his age lost his life on the 30th. day
of October A. D., 1890, in Courtenay Bay,
st. Jobn N. B., while endeavoring to
rescue Fred E. Mundee from drowning.”
Then follows the scriptural quotation,
“Greater love hath no man than this
that a man lay down his life for his
friend.”

Among the Shipping.

Bark C. E. Lefurgey from Philadelphia
for St. John, before reported dismasted
and spoken off Libbey Island has been
blown off around Cape Cod, where she
was spoken on the 26th inst. by steamer
Ethelwood from Jamaica for Boston.
Captain Read of the bark wished to be
towed into Boston, but the steamer’s
captain wanted $5000 for the job, and
no contract was made. At1 o'clock p.
m. on the 20th tug W. S. Slater took the
bark in tow for Boston, and at 4.30 p. m.
passed Peaked Hill Bars bound in. Pos-
sibly they afterwards put into Province-
town for the night.

Bark Antigua, Homes from New York
before reported at Rio probably disman-
tled, lost only her maintopmast.

Bark Kirsten, from Fleetwood for Pen-
sacola was 80 badly damaged in the re-
cent gales that she was compelled to re-
turn to Birkenhead for repairs. She has
been docked.

Vixevarp Haves, Oct. 27.—Sch. Mos-
kiva, Capt. Eilis, from Redonda, West
Indies for Boothbay, at this port reports
when 20 miles 8. E, from Montauk, on
Oct. 23rd lost foresail. and fore and main
gaffs during a violent gale. The vessel
was blown off to the Gulf Stream. '

The new ship Norwood, Captain Roy,
sailed this morning for Liverpool.
