A Governor Shoots an Editor.

CoLuMBIA, S. C., Jan. 15.—N. G. Gon-
zales, editor of ‘““T'he State,” widely kuown
throunghout the eouth, is in Columbia
hospital in a critical condition as the result
of a pistol wound iuflicted by Governor
James Tillmen. It was an awful tragedy in
broad day light on the most frequented
street corner in the state oapital. The
excitement and 1ndignation on the street was
intense. Immediately after the shooting
Governor Tiilman was arrested. Two pistols
were taken from him. From the police
wtation he was’ taken to the county jail,
where he is tonight under fall protection of
the officers. No fight or words precceded
the assanlt. During the progress of Tilimsn’s
campaign for governor last August, Editor
Gonzsles in his paper called Tillman a de-
bauchee and s bluckguard, and referred to
him as a ‘““crimival candidate” and “‘prove-n
liar.” It was this and other such express-
ions it is supposed, that goaded Tillman to
the desperate deed. Gnziles was gong
home from his office for lunch when he met
Governor Tillman. There was only one shot
fired aud that eutered the right side between
the eighth and ninth ribs aud passed
through the forepart of the body, coming out
just above the free border of the ribs, At
9 to-night Gonzales’ condition was consider-
od very serious, but showed no important
change from what it was several hours
earlier. Gounziles was unarmed when the
shooting ocourred. The shot from the
magaziue pistol paralyzed him bnt as he saw
the deadly weapou simed at him agawm,
perhape for a fatal bullet, he eried out,
“‘shoot agein you coward.” Tillmsn, how-
ever, changed his mind and let the pistol
fall to his side.

Ald, McIotosh, who had not stiended the
last three regular meetings of Couaail,
explained that his absence was caused on
two occasions by illness and, in the third
oase, he was unavoidably absent from the
town.

Ald. Nicol moved that ald. Molotosh be
excosed for non-attendance under the oir-
cumstances stated. He referred to the fact
that the venerable alderman had been a
member of the Couucil continuouely since it
was eatablished and expressed the hope that
he would lomg remain in the position.
The motion passed unanimounsly.

Ald. Hocken, from the Public Works
Committee, read the following report :—

The claum of Mr. E. A. Straog agsinst the
town for the breakiog of one of che plates
of glass in his store oo Cuosrd street by
workmen of the town excavating for water
connections, referred to your committee. —

We request that authority be granted
your committee to purchase from 100 to 200
cords more wood and to ask for tenders for
same if committee coosider it advisable;

Ald. Nicol thought there should be no
discretion, as to advertising for tenders for
the wood-supply, left in the committee’s
hande,snd st his suggestion the words giving
the committee discretion were eliminated,
The report was then adopted and the bills
ordered to be paid as read.

Ald. Hocken, chairman of the Fire Com-
mittee, reported as follows :

The Fire Department was oalled upon to
respond to one alarm of fire for the last
month, which proved to be & serious one in
the basement of St. Luke’s church. For the
year closing the 3lst December the Depart-
ment responded to eighteen alarme, only six
of which, we are pleased to state, proved to
be serious fires.

There are about 2,800 feet of hose, 500
feet of which are unfit for service, and your
committee would advise the purchase of 500
feet of new hLose to replace 1t.

The fire alarm at the Eleotric Light
station has been so arranged that it ocan be
operated from the outside of the building.

We would recommend payment of the
following bills :—

Miller’s Foundry & Machine Works, 75¢.
and $9.89.

The report was adopted and the bills as
read were ordered to be paid.

Ald. Nicol explained that the report on
the year’s accounts was delayed by reason of
the audit by Mr. Seely, which the Mayor
had been authorised to have made, not be-
iog ready. Mr. Seely had looked over the
books aud said he thought it would take him
sbout &8 month to do the wurk. It was
thought that time might be too long to wait,
and that a statement of the Water and
Sewerage expenditures might be prepared
for the February meeting. Meantime the
mestter remained in abeyaoce.

The Mayor said Mr. Seely had takena
look at the books and made suggestions for
their classification and preparation by
Treasurer Johnston so that he—Mr. Seely
—could come again sand make the necessary
audit in about four days. This would be
much more economical than to have Mr.
Seely do all the work at lus chlrge of $10 a
day.

Ald. Maher said it looked like 8 want of
contidence in the town’s regular auditor to
bring in an outsider to do -this work.

Aid. Muriay thought Mr. Seely did not
fully understand the difficulties he wounld
have in classifying the accounts. Bills were
rendered, the items of which were for differ-
ent services—all placed in one account—yo
that much time was necessary in order that
they might be sorted out and put under the
proper heads. Bills ought not to be deslt
with vnless they were separately made ount
for the differeat services on account of which
they wera incurred.

Ald. Ni.col was in accord with this view
snd said there was no 1eason why accounts
should not be preseated as suggested, as
printed orders were furnmished for the use of
each depsrtment of the town services.

The Mayor, 10 reply to ald. Maher’s re-
marky, ssid that the main objact in engaging
Mr. Seely was io order that an improved
system of keepiog the books might be intro-
duced snd followed hereafter.

Oa motion of ald, Nicol it was ordered
that the Mayor have authority to eugage
Mr. Seely to make a wspecial audit of the
Water, Sewerage snd Light accounts.

O 1 wotion of ald. Hocken the purchase of
500 feet of new hise on the best termns that
csn be mide, was ordered.

Oa motion of ald. Murrsy the purchase of
100 or 200 cords ot wood and a sixty light
tcansformer was ordered,

Ald. Murray moved us follows :—

That the Towu Supt., be directed by His

9. Any other information that might be
of service to the Council in coosidering the
question of removal,

Ald. Marray said that if the town had
andertaken the establishment of the electric
light service when it had the pumping
station, the Light station would not have
beeu located where it now is. He thought
the plant could be run more economically in
connection with the pumping station than as
it is at present, Oue engineer would suffice
for both services if they were combined. If
the removsl took place, the present premisen
might bs sold to advaotage for a small
factory. At all events ic would be well to
have the information called for in his resola-
tion for the use of soms future council.

The Mayor eaid there was now a prospect
of a factory being established here for
which the Light station might bea suitable
building,

Ald. Nicol, while he would, on personal
grounds, like to see the Light plant removed
from its present looation, thought the
expense of the change would be greater than
shounld be undertaken just now., It would,
however, do no hurm to have the informa-
tion sought in the resolution.

The resolution was passed.

Mayor Snowball was granted leave of
absence for two monthe, as he is to leave for
Graat Britaio next Wednesday.

His Worship expressed regret that settle-
ments had not yet beeu arrived at with
Messrs. Hanscom, the sewerage contractors,
or with Mr. Miller the contractor for the
pumping plant. He hoped those gentlemen
were not holding back in the expectation of
settliog with a new council.

Ald. Nicol said it was probable that the
delay in Mr. Millei:’s case was owing to the
McDouvgalls trying to effsot a settlement
with the Worthington people.

Referring to the application of Police
Magistrate Connors for an increase of salary,
ald. Nicol said it had been coosidered by
the Finsnce Committee who had thought it
advisable, in view of the condition of the
town’s ficances, to ssk Mr. Connors not to
press his request just at present If the
taxes dae on the pulp mill were reslised the
position of affsirs would be more favorable to
granting the request.

Ald. Maher said that when the police
magistrate was appointed he had no Scott
Act business to attend to. That business
was now done by him and it added mater-
ially to his work. An advance in hie salary
could be paid out of Scott Act ties.

Ald. Murray said there was nothing in
that argument, for when Mr., McCulley was
magistrate he tried aboat all the Scott Act
cases in both town and county, It was true
that for a time the Inspector took the cases
to Newocasile, but that change was made
after Mr. Connots’ appointment.
