BOILING LAKE.
In Dominca a Curiosity That is
Little Known.

Mr. Sterns-Fadelle, of Dominica,
has just published a little book give
ing some interesting information re-
cently obtaired about a curious na-
tural phenomenon in Dominica, one
cf the Lesser Antilles.

This island is o:ly 291 square
nmiles in arca. It was colorized by
the Spariards in the seventeenth cen-
tury and peorled later by French
emigrants, who controlled the i:land |
uninterruptedly
century, and its resources have since
hecen exploited . by English and
French;
in the northern part of the icland
twenty-eight years ago.

This can be explained o!ly by
fact that
boiling lake of Domirica is difficvlt
of access. - Tre lake was discovered
by an Englishman, Dr. Nichols, who
organized an expedition to explore
the unknown part of the island.

Ore day his little party was clam-
bering up a mountain. = Tiey sud-
denly came upon ovidences of sulphur
and a moment later stood looking
town into a crater which was filled
with bci ing water.

Stifling vapors ro'e f.om the agi-
tated surface, rumblings cf thunder
came fiom thLe subterrarean regions,
and near the center of the little lake,
where the water was most violeatly
disturbed, tle furious boiling lifted
the sprface ten or twelve fect above
the genercl level. Ttre lake was con-
stantly fed by several small brooiks
that poured from the lights aboie
the crater.

Mr. Sterns-Fadelle says that the
lake is still boiling. It has been
found to be at an altitude of 2,490
meters above sea level. ' In form it
is elliptical.

Wken it is filled with water it is
about 200 feet long and less than
100 feet wide. Its depth is un-!
known. An attempt to touch bot-
tom was made thirty feet from the
water’'s edge, where, at a cepth of
195 feet, no bottom was reported.

The water is not always in move-'
ment. At certain times the surface
is calm and gliztens brilliantly under
the rays cf the sun.

At other times. it is violently agi-
tated and boils away, exactly like a
big teakettle. But, instead of the
singing that accompanies the ebulli-
tions in the kettle, the bciling fluid
in this cauldron is.accompanied by
the gruffest and most unpleasant de-
tonations. Little waves roll up on
the narrow shelf or sandy beach
which is covered with a scum of sul-
phur.

| - One of the most 1"terc=tmg of these
Tom Thumb Republi's is Andorra,
an almost iraccessible State of about
6,800 inhabitante, situated in the
Eastern Pyrenees. Andorra was de-
clared a free State asilong ago as
the ninth century by Cha:lemagne,
and at the present time hclds a kind
of semi-iniependent pcsition between
France and - Spain. The Republic,
however, is goverred by its own re-
presentatives, who constitute a
| sovereign council of twenty-four
members, which council elects a Pre-
sident every four years.

The chief occupations cf the Andor-
ranos are agriculture, cattle-breeding
trade in wcod, charcoal, ard wool,
and esperially smuggling. At the
same time they arc good-natured,
bard-working, hospitable people, and,
nee:less to say, are

DEVOTED TO LIBERTY.
whith they are prepared to defend
with.4d standing army of 1,100 men.

About 130 miles from Ardoira, in
tte Basses Pyrenees, is to be found
another miniature Republic, which
so far as area is concerncd, has the
cistinction of being t'c smallest self-
governed State in the world. It is
called St. Goust, and is harcly a
square mile in area. Ti'e population
numbers about 130 souls, who rile
tkemsclves, mairly owing to the fact
that the little State is ro hard to
get at that no onc will take the
trouble to alter its Constitution.

St. Goust is situated on a rocky
mountain-top, which is so steep that
when anybody dies it is quite impos-
rible to Fave an ordinary funcral. A
coffin could not be carried down the
mountain-side, and conscquently the
inhabitants have cut a groove into
the face of the reck, and tke coffin is
made fast to a rope and allowed to
slile down to the cemetery in Ossan
i\’alloy below, where all baptisms
and marriages are reiformed. The
Presi'ent of St. Goust, who, by-the-
bye, is also tax-col ector, assessor,
and judge, is elected by a Council of
twelve, who are chosen for five years
by the people, the little Republic
having been ruled for more than two
thousand years through a

“COUNCIL OF ELDERS."”

The smailest Republican State in
regard to population is Tavolara, a
little known island about five miles
long with an average width of half
!a mile, sitdated off the noith coast
|of Sardinial Many maps and geo-
‘graphy books totally ignore the ex-
istence of this State. Yet it is a
free and inderencent Republic of
about seventy inhabitants, who are
their own rulers.

The people of
{their independence
1886, tke island having previously
been made over in 1836 by King
Charles Albert of Sardinia to the
Bartoleoni family. None of the
gieat Powers objected when the is
land threw off the yoke of monarch:
and during the last seventeen yca.s
the inhabitants have lived at peace
with tie world. Tiey elect a Pre-
sident cvery six years, and a Coun-
cil of pix members, all of whom serve
the State without payment.

It is al:o owing to a disagreement
between Austria and Servia that the
fclk  who have taken up threir resdi-
dence on a certain little icland in the
Danulbe pay no taxes and acknow-
ledge allegiance to nobody. Tre is-
land, which has very appropriately
been called Nobody’'s Island, was
formed many years ago by the ac-
cumulation of mud and sand carried
|down by th® great river during a
‘flood. Since then Austria and Ser-
|\m have been quarrclling about its
posses:ion.

At low water the icland is almost
connected with the Servian shore by
a narrow tongue of sand, while at
| high . water it lies nearcer tre Aus~
trian island of Ostrovaer. Conse-
quently, no one can decide to whom
it 1eally belongs; and, as the island
is not worth cnough to make it
advisable for the Servian or the
| Austrian Government to fight over
jits possession, t!e inhabitants are
left entirely to themselves.

San Marino, a queer little Italian
Republic situated’ among the eastern
spurs of the Apennines, is somewhat
llarger than any of tte afore-men-
tioned States. This Republic has
an area of thirty-three square miles
'and a population of nearly 8,000.
San Maiino is governed by a Grand
Council of sixty life-members, self-
elected, of whom one-third are
nobles. From this number are sel-
ected the Coundil of Twelve, who
superintend agriculture and, with the
assistance of two foreign lawyers,
form tke supreme court of the State.
A standing army of 150 men |is
maintaired, whose chief employment,
however, is that of acting as police-
men.
