BUSSIAN PEASANTS
REFUSE TO PAY TAXES.

Internal ~ Troubles Gmwing---ﬂevolutionaw De-

Orders Reforms in Poland,

ST. PETERSBURG, March 29.—The
funeral yesterday of a -student named
Yakovleff, who, on his liberation from
eight months solitary imprisonment for
circulating propagandist literature,
hanged himself, his mind being un-
hinged, was the occasion of a striking
revolutionary demonstration. Disre-
garding police warnings, crowds of stu-
dents followed the funeral cortege, sing-
ing revolutionary songs and scattering
pamphlets. The casket was covered
with wreaths from socialists, revolu-
tionaries and workmen.

Disturbances in the Caucasus con-
tinue. A gen d’arme was killed at Poti,
ten people have been wounded at Gori,
whilst at Suchum the police are power-
less to keep order. In the Shorapan
district the peasants refuse to pay
taxes or rent lands and have elected a
gecret committee to manage local af-
fairs,

REFORMS IN POLAND.
ST. PETERSBURG, March 29.—Em-

peror Nicholas has instructed M. Mam-
imovitch, governor general of Warsaw,

to elaborate the reforms necessaryfor
the prosperity of Poland.

In a rescript to the governor general,
the emperor says: “Sipce the radical
revival of civil life in {he Vistula ter-
ritory during the past forty years, a
series of needs has developed upon
which the government is now bestow-
ing especial solicitude. Enemies of the
exsiting order are seeking to provoke
disturbances thus hindering the calm
discussion of the reforms for which
the country is ripe, and at the same
time sections of the Polish population
are holding forth exorbitant claims
concerning the limits in the employ-
ment of the state language to which
there must remain assured throughout
the empire the high importance due to
it, put without anw superfiluous or un-
just exclusion of local language. . The
emperor acordingly directs the gover-
nor general, while lawfully and firmly
suppressing artifically supported dis-
turbances, to proceed to the elabora-
tion of the reforms found to be neces-
sary for the prosperity of the territory
inseparably connected with other parts
of the Russian state.”

MARVIN HART WON,

Awarded Decislon Over Jack Johnson, in
Fierce 20 Ronnd Fight
Last Night.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 29.—Mar-
vin Hart was awarded the decision over
Jack Johnson in a twenty round con-
test early this morning that went the
limit, but he was far from demonstrat-
ing that he is qualified to meet Jim
Jeffries. Hart was as badly a punish-
ed a man as has been seen in the ring
in a long time, but he was game and
kept boring into the big colored man
all’ through the fight. Johnson’s much
vaunted cleverness did not count for
much. While he was able to hit Hart
freely, his blows did not seem to dafm-
age the white man from Kentucky.

The sympathies of the large crowd
were openly with Hart, who was at the
short end in the betting and every lead
he made at Johnson, whether he land-
ed or not, was greeted with cheers.
Hart did manage to deal the only ef-
fective blow in the 11th round when he
landed a right swing on Johnson’s jaw
that staggered the black man and near-
ly knocked him over.

Referee Greggains said that he gave
the decision to Hart because all through i
the fight Hart did all the forcing and !
leading. According to Greggains, if,
Hart had not pursued his tactics, there |
would have been no fight, as Johnson
merely contented himself with counter-
ing. Johnson did a great deal of up-
per cutting, but Hart covered up and
the blows did not seem to hurt him.

Jabez White, who arrived yesterday
from England to fight Jimmy Britt,
was introduced prior to the main
event. ‘‘Battling Nelson” also appear-
ed and said that he would fight Britt
at any time.

QUEER  BOOK-KEEPING.

How the Provincial Government Looks After
the Public Accounts—Gurrent Er-
penses Charged fo Capital.

FREDERICTON, N. B, March 29.—
TH: public accounts committee held a

short session this morning, when the
game protection account was examin-
ed. This account, like others, shows
a strange system of bookkeeping. The
receipts of the province show the sum
of $16,216.50, and on the expenditure
side of the page is placed $11,507.35, the
total expenditure, however, amounted
to $21,507.35; but the government takes
£10,000 of this sum and places it under
the head of capital account liabilities
inretead of in the current expendi‘ .ce,
the same system as was adopted in
the asylum account.

All the members of the committee
confessed that it was a peculiar me-
thod of keeping accounts. The excuse
was made that the department had
been in different hands during the year
and things became somewhat mixed.

The surveyor general was examined
in regard to the account of Chief Game
Warden McKnight. This account
showed receipts but no detail statement
as to how the money was spent. - Mr.
Sweeny thought it should be fuller and
said he would have it rectified in the
future.

Alderman Decide On Extensive Pre-Election
Forward Movement on West Side---
Magee Wharf Troubles.

The ferry committee met in city hall
this morning at eleven o’clock. Ald.
Frink presided and there were present
Ald. Bullock, Christie, Hamm and
Carleton and Supt. Glasgow.

Considerable time was taken up on
the encroachment of the so-called

Magee wharf on the east side ferry
slip. This Magee wharf is owned partly
by the city and partly by the Magee
estate. The city portion is under lease
to the Magee estate. The whole is in
bad shape and bids fair to tumble
down and damage the piling. As it is
it has already caused considerable
trouble. There seems a difference of
opinion as to the city’s rights in the
matter. It is their propeéerty which is
doing the damage. This property is,
however, under lease to another party
who have not complied with the city’s
request to make repairs. The recorder.
has been asked for an opinion as to
the best course to. be followed.

The application of Machinist Lewis
and Nightwatchman Warnock for an
increase in salary were turned down.

The ferry captains have continually
complained that in thick foggy weather
it is difficulty to hear the bell at the
toll house at the head of the wharf.
The committee decided to move the
bell to the end of North Rodney
wharf, which will bring it out to the
harbor front and to ask for an electric
light to be placed there. If the electric
cannot be procured they will get a
large oil lantern.

A PAINFUL vEXPEHIENGE.

Man Badly Injured at Bloomfield---Hauled
17 Miles On A Handsled To A
Doctor At Westfield.

Edward Farren, a young man, whose
home is at Bloomfield, met with a very
painful accident the other day while
working in the woods.

Young Farren, shortly after starting
to work Monday morning, cut his leg
badly with an axe, the blade glancing
off the branch of a tree. He was car-
ried by his companions to the camp,
where an effort W 1@ made to stop the
flow of blood and make him as com-
fortable as possible. After doing all
possible it was decided best to bring
the young fellow to Westfield, but just
there they were met by a considerable
difficulty as the roads were in such a
state a team could not get over
them.

The camp where the accident occur-
red was the head of the Musquash
stréam, about 17 miles from Westfield,
the nearest point where medical aid
could be secured. Farren’s fellow work-
ers, however, overcame the difficulty,
and after several hours hard work
they reached Westfield. All that weary
seventeen miles they hauled Farren on
a handsled over a road that was none
the best. Farren suffered terribly, but
gave no visible sign of his agony and
talked cheerfully to his companions.

At Westfield, Dr. Warwick found it
necessary to put eleven stitches in the
cut. Farren came to the city on the
Boston express last night and goes
home today.

Magistrate Gives Some Good Advice—

One drunk was fined four dollars.

John O’Shea, the stowaway, who was
allowed to go yesterday on his repres-
entation that he wanted to get to Bos-
ton to find his sister, was before the
court for being drunk. He said in court
yesterday\that he had no money and
did not know where Yhe would get any
work, but he was arrested last night on
Smythe street and was fined $8 or 30
days this morning.

John McConnell was the next to ap-
pear this morning to answer a charge
of overloading and cruelly treating a
horse on Paddock street with a load of
ashes, consisting of ten barrels on a
sloven wagon. The horse got stuck in
a snow bank. He hit the horse twice
with the_ whip, but did not treat him
cruelly.

Harry Wilson said he was walking
along Paddock street and saw the team
stuck in the snow. He went over and
helped get the horse out. He did not
see McConnell hit or abuse the horse.
He saw blood in the horse’s mouth,
which McConnell said was caused_ by
the horse falling and striking his head
on the road.

J. King Kelly, for the S. P. C. A, sald
they did not wish to impose a fine, but
wanted to warn this young man and
other drivers to be careful in the future.
He suggested that the fine be allowed
to stand. 4

Magistrate Ritchie said the penalty
was very heavy, fifty dollars. He
would have to impose that penalty some
day unless drivers were more careful.
In the present case the fine would be
$10, which would be allowed to stand
pending future good conduct.

The case against James McCordick,
John McCann and wife, John and Fred
Melanson, and Ernest Osborne for be-
ing implicated in the scene of disorder
and revelry in Myers’ Alley off Char-
lotte street, Friday night, came up
again.

Sergt. Baxter said he had been in-
formed that the house in question was
not of the best reputation, and he was
going there at the time. He heard a
noise and profanity before he went in,
and after he went in John Melanson
swore very profanely and said he would
have revenge if he were taken out.
The prisoners were all present and
two others, Laura Ward, who was not
in a fit condition to be taken from the
place, and Mrs. Carney, who was left
to take care of her. Mrs, Carney’'s hus-
band is in South Africa and she is now
living with McCordick.

The familiarity of Mrs. McCann with
McCordick was the cause of the row.
There were many bottles lying around
and the place was very filthy.

John McCann said he went in about
9 o’clock Friday night to see his little
five year old girl. McCordick started to
throw cups and swear.
wife caught McCann by the throat
and hit him, whereupon McCann beat
a hasty retreat and left the scene.

John Melanson went in to pass the
evening and was so “full’ he went to
sleep only, however, to have a rude
awakening by the officers. He could
not remember about the profanity.

Osborne went to sleep also and knew
nothing till arrested.

Fred Melanson went in “to see his
brother,” and was arrested.

Mrs. McCann said after the cups be-
gan to fly Mrs. McCordick got a butch-
er knife and rushed at McCann, where-
upon -she rushed out calling back to
her husband, ‘“‘Look out Harry, she has
a knife.”

Magistrate Ritchie, after giving them
some good advice remanded them to
jail and said they were liable to six
months in jail with hard labor,
