Wealth is
often anything but a state of weal. Men
do not know at what peril to themselves
and to their ohildren they are accumu-
Iating wealth. If Lazarus ever groaned
as he conirasted himself with the mil-
lionsire who was clothed in purple and
fine linen and fared sumptuously every
day, if Lasarus envied his neighbor, how
were his eyes opened, when he, lying in
Abraham's bosom, beheld afar off the
millionaire lifting up his eyes, in tor-
ment,
