Two
children, a girl nnmed%teele, aged 16 and
a young son of Mrs. Farrell, aged 10, were
burned to desth, notwithstanding repeated
efforts to save their lives. The other in-
mates escaped with little injury. It is
supposed the fire originated by the falling
of coal from a grate. The girl lost her life
