That lmmigrants brought eut io
Nova Scotia are well satisfied with the
province is shown by the large num-
ber of leders, thauking our depart-
ment for its efforts on their behalf,”
said Mr. Barnstead, secretary jor iwm-
migration and ingdusiry in Nova Sco-
tig, who was at the Royal yesterday.

“The, Nova Scotin government
gpends about $256,000 a year on immi-
gration,” he added, “and I think we
had rome assistance from the Federal
government in the way of printing
pamphlets setting forth the wiiric
tions of the province as ¥
settlers, We have prin B
culated & good deal of liic s 0u
our own account, and we fir BIOW
ing demand for that sort of thing.
Generally speaking our work is con-
ducted on the same lines as that of
the New Brunswick department of
immigration. We endeavor to find
positions for everybody semt out to
us. We advise men who have capi-
tal to In in farm -or orchard
lands to work for a year in the prov-
ince before taking up a homestead.
Some men who have come ouli as a
yesult of the work of the department
have had considerable money. One
small party which came out last year
had an aggregate capital of $200,000.

“Qur department issues pamphlets
describing the industrial conditions
and opportunities in each section of
the province.

“Our present agent in Great Brit-
ain, Frederick Campbell, is doing ex-
cellent work and sending us a very
fine class qf people.”
