Montreal, August 3.—Officials of the
local offices of the C. P. R. stated to-
day that the Empress of Britain will
sail on Tuesday next for Liverpool
At that port she will discharge her
cargo, and then go into dry dock for
bermanent repairs. Work on the
temporary repairs at Quebec has pro-
ceeded rapidly, and so successful have
they been that it has been found that
the Empress will be able to make the
voyage with her full 2,500 tons of
CAargo.
