RETIREMENT

Application of Twenty Com-
manders and Lt, Command-
ers of U, S, Navy is Denied
by President Wilson,

Washington, July 2.—President Wil
son has denied the application for vol-
untary retirement of twenty command-
ers and lieutenant-commanders of the
navy, who sought to leave the active
list under the law which permits such
retirements on June 30, when promo-
tions from the grade of junior lieuten-
ant have been less than forty during
the preceding year,

Department officials sald, as far as
they know, none of the twenty appli-
cants had received offers from the pri-
vate war munitions establishments
which have been seeking to employ
army and navy officers. It was dis-
closed, howevar, that some other offic-
ers have sought retirement to aocept
such positions, and that their requests
bave been promptly refused on the
ground that to permit naval officers on
the retired list to engage in the manu-
facture of ordnance for a foreign bel-
ligerent would be a breach of neutral-
ity.

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Considerable Damage to Sen-
ate Building—Believed Ex-
plosion May Have Been
Caused by a Bomb,

Washington, July 2.—An explosion
occurred in the Senate wing of the
Capitol shoruy before midnight to-
night, doing considerable damage. The
explosion took place in the reception
rcom on the second floor of the build-
ing, next to the office of the Sergeant-
at-Arms. The doors of the room were
blown out, but no one was hurt. Au-
thorities immediately began an inves-
tigation.

The doors of the Capitol were clos-
ed immediately after tne explosion and
no one was permitted to enter while
the Investigation ;was under way: While
the origin of the exploston has ‘ot
been explained, some reports said it
might have been caused by a bomb,

Visitors were allowed in the room
during the day, and a timed machine
might have been left without attract-
ing attention.

Until an expert has made his report
no official statement concerning the in-
cident will be made public.

Part of the ceiling and side walls
of the room were shaken down, a
huge mirror and a crystal chandelier
shattered and the doors blown opau.

A few hours later the Inglemoor ap-
peared on the scene and started pick
ing up the Caucasian’s boats. The
Inglemoor had taken the occupants of
the small boats on board when the
submarine emerged and opened fire
on her. Escape being hopeless the
crew took to the boats, and the sub-
marine then torpedoed and sank the
Inglemoor, subsequently returning to
the Caucasian, which was still float-
ing, and sending her to the bottom.

The crew of the Inglemoor and a
part of the crew of the C(aucasian
were landed at Penzance, but one of
the Caucasian's boats, with nineteen
men in her, was being rowed toward
France when last sighted

The steamers Inglemoor and Cauca-
sian were sunk by the U-39. This was
the submarine which torpedoed and
sank the Cunard Line steamship Lusi-
tania off Old Head of Kinsale, Ireland,
on (May 7, with the loss of more than
1,100 lives.

According to the correspondent at
Plymouth of the Exchange Telegraph
Company the submarine sank the In-
glemoor while that steamer was res-
cuing the men in the lifeboats from
the torpedoed Caucasian.
