school-room and used in the formal
education along with maps, charts and
laboratories as a tqol of the instruc-
tor. There is considerable to be sald
in tavor of such .uge. The movie
arouses attention; it makes the school-
room experiences vivid, interesting and
intense. It is generally recognized
that nature should go back to nature,
and that the educational processes can
succeed as they arouse the great hu-
man interests and activities; in other
words to secure the best efforts of the
child and to develop his facultles to
the greatest degree we must arouse his
interest and sustain his attention.

In the second place the moving pic-
ture is a good substitute for the object
itself; it comes close to concrete liv-
ing experience. Objects seen are more
vivid than objects read about, and
there are very many objects that it
is impossible for the child to see. Thus,
in a lesson in geography the nature of
a country can be presented in moving
pictures in a way that far surpasses
anything short of an actual visit to the
land. Now if education is the enrich-
ment of experience it must be recog:
nized that such experience in the first
place begins with sense preceptions.
Thought arises out of the material
presented in immediate sensations, and
the broader and richer the sense ex-
perience the more stable can be the
structure of thinking. These, then,
are the strong points for the use of
the moving picture in the school-
room, namely, that it brings the world
of objects into touch with the indi-
vidual through the eye and in such a
manner as to arouse attention and to
sustain interest.

But it has also its limitations—the
moving picture belongs to the realm
of sense and of emotion; it may stir
the passions, but it cannot arouse the
higher processes of thought or imagin-
ation. In general, the film moves so
rapidly that a very meagre amount of
information is secured unless the in-
dividual has been prepared Dbefore-
hand by information already given or
has that knowledge imparted after-
wards. The moving picture may be

Gives No Real Training.

1t is true that experience must start
from the concrete but it must pass on
to the abstract. The child uses blocks
or balls to get the first concrete ex-
periences of mumber but the higher
processes of mathematical reasoning
demand the substitution of symbols
for the concrete realities. It is just
as essential to abandon the balls at a
later stage as it was to use them
in the first stages. Though in its
higher processes deals with relations
and abstractions where the moving
picture can serve no adequate func-
tion. The picture imparts information
but it gives no real training; it gives
ready-made interpretations or conclu
gions but does not lead the pupil to
form his own results. It is impree-
sion without expression; it is seeing
without doing.

There are certain ways in which it
can be used to advantage. There is no
doubt but what it can be used in geo-
graphy and in literature to a degree.
A great deal of interest in and apprec-
iation of literature may be stimulated
by giving in the movies the countries
in which the poet lived and whose
beauties he describes, At the same
time it may also present the story
embodied in a poem, but even here it
has marked limitations. The poem of
Enoch Arden as someone has well
said, has its beauty, in part, in the
fact that it leaves so much to the
imagination. In the moving picture
the interpretation is standardized; and
is given ready-made. Perhaps that is
the reason why masterpieces in liter-
ature lose much of their finer effects,
and become rather sensational—often
times coarse—when presented, .

The principal difficulty of using the
movies in the school plant is the ex-
pense, both in the securing of the in-
strument and in the cost of film. There
is a slow sale for educational films
and consequently some difficulty in
securing them. There are also laws
respecting the operation of project-
ing machines; licenses are required
for operators and the restrictions in
regard to fire often make its use in
the ordinary school plant impractic-
able.

In the city of New York the movie
{8 used in the public schools, both in
connection with the regular work and
also in evenings in the social welfare
work.
