BIG DEMONSTRATION.

The Battalion Marched to Market
Square Where a Crowd was so
Anxious to Help Out the Demon-
stration They Spoiled the Sol-
-diers’ Programme.

The enthusiasm of the cilizens of St.
John has been again kindled by news
of a British success in South Africa, this
occasion being no less an important event
than the relief of the beleaguered town of
Mafeking. The announcement of the re-
lief of Mafeking was received herz sev-

cral days ago and the people of this good
old Loyalist city have since been céle-
brating in a demonstrative manner, al-
th@gh the celebrations have been greatly
interfered with by the inclement weather.
nday evening’s celebration was = re-
markable demonstration. It was an-
nounced that the 62nd Fusiliers would hold
a march-out and go through a programme
of exercises on the Market square. The
result was that the citizens turned out en
masse and joined in making the occasion
a memorable one. The loyalty and en-
thusiasm displayed was spontaneous and
the streets presented an animated appear-
dance. Pedestrians of every station of life
lined the prinecipal streets and gave vent
to their feelings in more ways than one.
Almost everybody was decked with pa-
triotic colors and even the dogs about the
sets were decorated with patriotic em-
blems of some kind, while flags and bunt-
ing hung in profusion from the principal
buildings and private dwellings.

King, Charlotte and Germain streets
and Market square were literally ablaze
with illuminations, while the giant fire-
cracker and fireworks of all kinds could be
hieard cn every side. In fact the noise
from explosives was at times so great that
it was almost impossible to hear one’s self

“The Fusiliers assembled at the drill shed
at 7.30 o’clock and at 8 o’clock the com-
nd to “fall in” was given. Out of the
men enrolled tlwre were 248 on parade.
The regiment, in command of Major Stur-
dee, and headed by the 62nd band, march-
ed to the Market square by way of Car-
marthep, Broad, Charlotte and King
streets. The men presented an unusually
fine appearance and were cheered to the
echo as they marched through the streets
to the inspiring music of .the Soldiers of
the Queen. Each member of the regi-

Arrived at Market square the regiment
marched around the square, and halted
at the foot of King street, facing that
thoroughfare where the Chinese lanterns
were lighted. Each man was provided
with. a ten ball Roman ecandle, which
presented a very pretty sight when set
off. The command to “form fours”
wasg then given, and the regiment march-
ed to-its original position, where Mayor
Daniel called for three cheers for the
Queen, which were given a most hearty
manner. Three cheers for Baden-Powell
and the :a'rrison of Mafeking were pro-

were given with a vengeance.

The regiment then marched to the drill-
shed by way of King, Germain and St.
James streets. It was intended to carry
out a regular programme on the Market

\ but this was impossible, owing
to the dense crowd which assmbled there.

‘While the -soldiers wcre assembled on
the Market square, a display of fireworks
was being made all along King street,
while howling crowds paraded the above
street singing patriotic songs.

A bon fire was lighted at southwest
corner of the King square, while red fire
was burned in large quantities from the
windows of the Neptune club and other
buildings. :

When the Normal School Opens--
L [Principal Calkin to Retire--Arch-
deacon  Kaulback  Going to
Australia--Truro Man Murdered
in New York.

Teuro, May 19—Members of the provin-
cial government have been here for a day
or so selecting a site and making arrange-
ments with the town authorities, looking
towards the purchase of land adjoining
the present Normal school building, for
the erection of a new brick Science build-
ing. The Science building will be in’ con-
nection with the training school for teach-
ers, and is expected to be completed in
time for classes when the Normal school
opens in the fall.

Principal John B. Calkin, of the Provin-
cial Normal school, author of many of the
chief text books now in use in the public
schools of this province, will likely resign
at the end of the present term. His edu-
cational works demand much of his time
and, after a long service as head of the
most important educational institution in
the province, he will step aside with honor.

Private Fulton Conoley, of this town,
a scout in Roberts’ force, has been heard
from. IHe was one of the largest, strong-
est-built men in the Nova Scotia contri-
bution to the Empire’s forces, and he now
says he is simply a skeleton. He bas had
the fever, but has joined the ranks again.

A Young Woman Did Not Recipro-
cate His Tender Passion-and He
Tried to Kill Her and Himself--
Neither Hurt, So They Will Not
Live or Die Together.

Danville, Que., May 21.—Yesterday
atfernoon an atiempt to murder and then
to commit suicide was made by a young
man named KEdward Lambert who had
teen refused the love of Melisa Moffat
the day before. Both are servants at the
same house and yesterday Lambert enter-
ed her room with a wvevolver in his hand.
The girl seeing the revolver started to
run out of the room when lw fired, a
bullet passing through her hand. He then
turned the revolver on himself and fired,
but as the girl was passing him she caught
his arm and the bullet went into the ceil-
ing. She then ran out of the room into
the passage where he followed and fired
again at her but missed. Lambert was
arrested and sent to thé Sherbrooke jail
to wait trial before the Queen’s bench.

MURDEROUS STRIKE.

The Regular Quota of Dead in St. Louis.

St. Louis, May 21.—One boy was kill-
ed and three men and a girl were wound-
ed today as a result of the strike. The
dead:

Martin Zika, 18 years of age, struck in
the left breast by a bullet fired from a
street car.

The wounded: Clarence E. Mullen, mo-
torman, shot in_upper portion of left
arm. Home in Jacksonville. 1ll. Wound
not serious.

Minnie Krueger, 18 years old. struck
in left thigh by -a glancing bullet. Not
serious.

Two rioters. seen to fall during a fight
at 13th and Herbert streets. between a
mob of 250 men and the police, carried
away by friends and names not learned.

Ziza was shot late in the afternoon
while standing in the door of his home in
Geyer avenue. A mob of several hun-
dred surrounded a car of the Tower
Grove line and were threatening the con-
ductor and motorman. A few stones
had been thrown when a shot was fired
from the car, the bullet striking Zika
full in the breast. He died within a
few minutes. Conductor Owen Farley
and Motorman Drake were arrested pend-
ing an investigation.

Farley tonight admitted firing the shot
which killed Zika. He fired. he said, at
a man who was preparing to throw a
stone at him and the bullet struck Zika.

Those wounded were all injured near a
fight which occurred at 5.30 o’clock at the
intersection of 13th and Herbert streets.
The riot was lively while it lasted, fully
100 shots being fired.

U. 8. Marshal Bohle said that as soon
as he receives authority to do so, he in-
tends to swear in a sufficient number of
United States marshals to picket the en-
tire length of the street car lines on
which mail cars are used.

POOR DOCUMENT

THE RAGING ST, CROIY,

St. Stephen, May 21—Whut is pronounc-
el by the oldest inhabitant {o be tiwe
heaviest freshet ever seen 1s now raging
on the St. Cioix river. The water has
been rising an inch an hour and all the
saw mills as well as the cotton mill are
closed. One boom broke this morning
above Milltown and about half a niillion
logs were let loose. Many of those are
now lodged against the Milllown upper
bridge, which is being badly strained.
The electric cars are not crossing the
bridge on that account.

The express train on the Washington
County road cannot come nearer than four
miles to Calais, as the water is so high
on the track across the meadows above
Milltown that the fires would be exting-
uished, and on account of a heavy wash-
out beyond Machias no freight trains have
come over that line since Saturday. $hould
the water continue to rise a great disaster
is feared, as the dams, bridges and mills
may not withstand the strain. Calais and
St. Stephen are in darkness tonignt, so far
as the electric lights are coucerned, the
water being so high that ke power sta-
tion was forced to close.

Calais, May 21—The iive days of rain
has brought the heaviest flood in the St.
Croix river seen for years, even as long as
a quarter century.

OSSN CORE

- London, May 21.—In the House of
Commons today the parliamentary secve-
tary of the foreign office, Mr. William
St. John Broderick, who was bombarded
with questions on the subject, replied
that the British government understood
that Russia had leased a site for a coal
depot and naval hospital at the treaty
port of Masampho, in Corea. This port,
he added, is open to navigators of all
countries and the landing and storage of
supplies for the Russian fleet within the
site just -acquired is to be governed by
the existing treaties there. Therefore, no
exclusive right was ceded to the Russian
government and the treaty rights con-
ceded to British subjects were not to be
limited by the arrangements recently ar-
rived at. The government also under-
stood that an arrangement had been
made by which Russia undertook never
to ask for itself or its subjects any con-
cession on the island of Koji,  and the
Corean government undertook mnot to
alienate any land on the island of Koji to
any other power.

Mr. Broderick concluded rather lame-
Iv that as the government had not yet

ramed possession of the text of the
agreement it could not say whether the
action of Russia was in accordance with
her explicit pledges not to acquire any
territory whatever in Corea.

assets happen to be very large, such as
would require an cxtension in the capital
stock of the purchasing bank, it is pro-
vided that the sharcholders of that bank
also shall be consulted. Of course in such
a transaction proper provision would have
to be made for the protection of the note
holders of the selling bank and also to see
that all the liabilities of the selling bank
are properly governed and any agreement
for the purchase of the assets of a bank
chall have no force or effect until sub-
mitted to and approved of by the gover-
nor in council.”

Mr. Foster— ‘Might I ask if the min-
ister has made any attempt at all to
strengthen the position of depositors in
those banks by way of increas:d govern-
ment supervision?”

Mr. Fielding—“No, I think that the
finance ministers who have preceded me
have found great difficulty in the a.doptilon
of any system of government inspection
and the difficulties which then existed
ceem to continue. .We hop: that the
action we propose through the medium
of the Canadian Bankers’ Association will
operate for the benefits of depositors as
well as note holders and others inter-
ested.”
