Along the coast
the high course of tides made a disagree-
able combination and left much wreek
as a souvenir of an unexpected aerial dis-
turbance. The storm did net inflict such
heavy loss to shipping and property which
njight have becn expected from its seeming
violence. The hail shattered great quan-
Ejm of window glasg, the wind tore off

hs of ‘teces, carried away lightly fisten-

obstructions in its path and crippled
Wire communication, bt there was no loss
of life,

The wind being generally from the west-
erly did not give mariners a lee shore, and
what veesels were caught out in it had
plenty of sea room in which to weather
the blow. In Vineyard and Long Island
sounds, however, where there is always
danger in navigation, vessel crews were
i tryving position, owing to the frequent
shifts of the wind. Onec barge was lost
m the sound, but without loss of life.

At Bristol, R. I., Cornelius Vanderbilt’s
70-footer Rainbow went ashore, but her
eondition is not serious and it is likely
that =he will be floated before damage
i3 done to her hull. From Wood’s Hole
to Eastport, Maine, coastwise craft as a
rule. beld to their anchorages of vesterday.
Tte United States Vickburg which is bound
from boston to (h.nese waters, was un-
able to put to sea and stopped at quaran-
tine. The storm, however, did not pre-
vent the great ocean liner Commontvealth
from coming in from Queenstown and the
provineial steamers ran as usval.

What a Vessel is Worth to Them.

Ships are like men. Some are stricken
In youth; others in middie age, and a few
Pass away after many years. When man
comes .to an end there {3 alweys a bur'sl
place; but the ship's only cemeissy 3 the
decp sea. If in its youth it runs ashore
on a lee coast, or if in its old ages it is
condemned as unseaworthy, it imests the
same fate—to be broken up and sold a3 cid
Junk. This destiny, though prosale, i3 popu-
lar to that small class in the community
known as ‘“marine junkmen.” It is not a

numerous guild; it is conflned to the great

seaporis, but it is thrifty, wideawake, and

frequently. buys, unseen in New York, some

craft wh'ch has been lost on the Jessey
sands or the New Rngland granite zhore.
The metropolis. is, cf oourse, the, head-
quarters of this queer.folk. ‘They have iittle
oftices on South and West streets, and many
of thum have so-caled yards on the water
front, There is no special district which
they favor ebove others. There are a few
yards on tbe East river, some over in Jer-
sey City, some in Brooklyn and others cn
the North river, the sound and Staten [sl-
and.

While ships are all alike to land-lubbers,

The receqpts are a.l correct, bui
the expenses are usually hew.ldering. The
junkman employs every relative he, has in
d.pniantling the craft, and puts.in a bill for
labor .and: time that often cats up. the entire
proceeds. . . - k ¢

The masts—and rigging range +reatly in
value. Some masts,  espec.ally compound
ones, braced wth steel or wrought iron,

are often in admirable conditon:after 80 of

40 years of use, and only require cleaning
and a few repairs to become ma ketable at
a fair priee.- The yards-and. boiwsprits, tirer
wheels and rudders often dsplay the same
longevity. The rigging is usually a good
Investment, particu.arly the stays, whether
made of wire rope or of old-fashioned tarred
hem). :

Salls vary greatly, but even the oldest
and poorest can usually be so.d to the brick
sloops, line schooners and other eraft which
ply Long Island sound or the IIudson river.
‘The galley and the cabin cut a fair fligure
in these deliberations. The stoves and
kitchenwa:e can be recadily sold to other
vessels or to dealers in second-liand goods
ashore. Cabins may prove a smaill bopanza
to the speculator; many of them aro built
of the flnest wocds, carved and gilded. The

look out for a prefi‘able opportunity. Of
late years there bas grown up a dispesition
toward utllizing the stanch hulks as col-
liers. Occasionally a small hull can be sold
as a bothel or a housoboat, and sometimes
it can be floated at high tide upon one of
the marshes or low shores around New
York, and there sold to an ambitious shop-
keeper or saloon propristor. If it is sold
for the latter purpose, the buyer first re-
moves the copper and everything detach-
able. Copper nowadays is worlth 14 ccats
a pound, and copper sheathing always finds
a quick sale. Kven on a small ship it is
worth over §100, and on larger vesszels it
ofien brings handsome sums,

The number of hulks which have been
80ld, beached and utilized as residences or
for trade is much larger than is commonly
supposed. They can be found here and -there
upon bovh sides of the Mudson river, the
Eagt river, the Sound, Newark bay, the
Arthur kill and Raritan bay. They make
camfortable hcmes, and have the rich per-
fume of tho sea ahout thgm, which no white-
wash nor paint will ev.r remove. If the
speculator finds no custemer for the hull,
he breaks it up and d.sposes of it as :im-
ber,

Very little goes to waste. The valué Ae-
pends upon the wood employed in the con-
st:uction. All o!d ships are lLke Joseph's
coat of many colors. They have been re-
paired in many ports, and often contain a
score of various woods. The knees are
usually bhackmatack, and the ribs of oak,
the planking of pine and oak. DIut in the
repa.r ya’ds cf the globe all sorts of other
woods -are used. Among thom may be foud

mahcgany and fronwcod, teak and piteh
pine and ceda”, and sometimes rosewood
aud ebony. The wise speculator goes over

overy picce of luthber. If one of them proves
a precious wood, he can disposo of it at high
figures. Even ocak, after £ or 4) years, Is,
when undisfigured, twice as valuable as
when it i3 mew. Any cabipetmaker is cnly
too glad to purchase a huge oak beam which
has salled 10 or 20 times around tho globe.

It i3 not the age alone which has im-.
proved the quality. of the fiber, but the

straining and wrenching of the vessél by
the sea, the chemical action of the bilge
water and of many kinds of cargoes.

Aged teak rivals ebony in, color, but sur-
passes it fn strongth, hoedtity and durability.
Beams-and planks in good gonditon ean be
sold to shipyards and to the lumber doalers.
That which is too cracked or disfigured is,
puichased readily by the kindling wood
manufacturers. In the old dars the iron
bolts gave much trouble to the workingmen
who breke up ‘the craft, but aon ‘ingenlsus
Italian showed that by wotting them ; with
crude petroleuny. .or kerosecnc they gould
be removed without difdiculty, no matter
how thick the rust of the years. These o
to, the doaler in old iren, and at the present
tinte, when the steel prices are so high,
give a very fair return to the seller. An-
chors and chains retain somo market value
to the verylast. They rarely go to the
dealer in old metal, but are cleaned, painted
and stored away for future use,

The quonage and inner planking are taken
by house builders. for scaffolding, by lum-
ber ya'ds, and last of all, by the kindling
wood men. With iron vessels, especially
steamers, there is less speculation and less
variety. The hulls are utilized for colliers,
and today at least 50 can be seen in the bay
or the adjacent waters. The engines are
not very salable. They are usually :an-
tiquated, and are sold, to dealers in steel or
to machine shcps. Where the hull is broken
up, it becomes old iron, snd brings seldom
more than half a cent a pound. Medern
trade {s frugal and even avaricious. Just
as a4 miser preserves his rags, although they
have little or no value, so dame commerce
iries to keep her .ships and steamships at
work until they fall to pieces or. founder
through sheer weaknesws,

Sometimes queer discoveries are made in
breaking up an ancient craft. Between the
inner and outer planking is a wide space,
which runs f.om the main deck down some-
times to the keelson. Into this drunkards
often drop their belongings, thieves thelr
boaty, criminals the evidences cf their guilt
and ‘mischievous imen the spoil of their vie-
tims.

A barque broken up near Staten Island
ylelded treasure trove of this sort in the
shape of a bag of gold and silver, of which
the latest date on the coin was 1835, -

A brig which was dismiembered at Red
Hook, n South Brooklyn, yielded a ghastiier
find. It coneisted of manaciecs and shackles,
almost eaten away by the bilge water, and
yet retain.ng enough of their pristine ap-
pearance to show that. they had beem  en-
gaged . in. the Airican  slave t:ade,. In a
brigantine over at Weehawken there were
the bohes of a human arm and leg far down
near the ship's wed. Whether they repre-
ascnted scme fergotten crime or the prank
of some playful sailor will nevar be .known.

Knives and pistols, swords ‘and daggers
are often faund in this anc.ent hiding place,
ag are pleces of dross goods and other ma-
ter.als. which seamen tred to smuggle, but
‘hid forever in ord r to avoid detecdon. The
day of the speculator is declifing. Ships
are growing st:cnger and more durable;
steel is replac ng hon and wood, and the
10,000-tonner is driving the. small fry from
the race. It-is only a question of time be-
fore there will be no more old ships to
break up, and when the skimmers of the
8ea will llve and toil until the sea swal-
lows them, or some rocky  comst crushes
them as though they were gigantic egg-
shels.—[M. A. H. in New York Evening
Post, :

Knockout Drops.

“Knoclout drops!™: ejaculated the drug
clerk, “knock-out drope; what do you
want of ‘them—contemplaging suicide or
going to’get even with somebody. Yes,
we've got them, but we never sell them
excert when you Tresént a prescription,
not even tO newspaper 'inen You want
to know something about them—oh, that's
another thmg. il :

“I'hey’re not veiy. common in Bangor,
because the law forbids the sale, but
even if the statute adn’t regulate the
sale of poisons we'd be pretty careful in
selling stuff of this kind. It's used
prescriptions more or less of course, but
here in Bangor, there’s no other call—
even if a customer did ask for it we'd
have to follow the law and in most cases
would refuse to sell it altogether.

“What are they—l thought 1 tokd you;
generally: chloral hydrate; chlorhl, medi-
cinally, is used as a sedative and among
people who need this sort of thing it's
popular, but like all those sort of drugs
it’s dangerous, as you probably know.
One reason its used,for knock-out drops
is that its readily soluble in liquors, and
then, too, it doesn't ‘eifect the taste so
that hardly one person in 100 can de-
tect that their beverage has been tam-
pered with.

“The amount given varies; sometimes
as the police reporta frequently .tell,
they’re not strong enough to completely

the alleged murder of a girl in New Jer-
sey :they gave a dose large cnough to kil.
Chloral has more effeet on women than
on men; that it takes less of the drug to
put them to sleep::

“I'he: average dose is from 15 to 30
grains, but cases are known where a
patient has taken 480 graing and stil
lived to tell the tale. Survival after
these big amounts, however, are rare; .in
fact. it takes a comparatively small dose
to do up some people,

“In most cases where murder is caused
by knock-out drops the crime is not in-
tended—at least, that’s my opinion, " but
on account of the nncertainty of the ef-
fect of the drug on difterent people it’s
imposs.ble, of course, to gauge the dose.
According to criminal records persons in-
tent on robbery or other crimes get their
dropa teo wenk, far more irequently than
they get them too strong.

“It’s dangerous work handling chloral
and the sooner some legislation is brought
about which will make its sale even more
restrictad, the better and safer it will he
for all hands” !

Edinburgh, Nov. .9—It now appears
that Dr. Leopold Kann is the only mem-
ber of his party of Arctic scientific ex-
plorers who arrived at Dundee yesterday,
on the whaler Eclipse, from Davis Strait.
Dr. Robert Stewn, of the United States
Geological Survey, dec:ided at the eleventh
hour not to come to Scotland, but to
await the first opportunity of being land-
ed on the American smde. Mr. Samuel
Warmbath, of Boston, preferred to re-
main at Cape Sabin for a time.

In an interview today, Dr. Kann gave
some interesting details regarding the
Peary and Sverdrup _expeditions,

“Lieut. Peary’d party,” he said, “pass-
ed the winter at Iitah, on Smith’s sound.
near the spot where Dr. Hayes had his
winter quarters in 1860, and not far from
the scene of the Greely disaster. In Feb:
ruary and March of this year Fort Mag-
nesia, our winter house at Bedford, on
Pym lsland, was thrice visited by mem-
bets - of his  expedition, On the
first.  occasion Dr. Ilansen’s
came; on the second, a party
nnder Dr. Dederick, and later Lieut.
Peary himself in command of a sledging
party.

“He reported that ehbout ten months
previously he had met Sverdrup in the
Kane Basin, north of Smith’s Sound
From conversation, I clicited that some
feeiing had been engendered between
Lieut. Peary and Sverdrup, “the former
rather resenting what he considered the
latter’s intrusion into ground, which for
exploring purposes, the American was in-
clined to regard as his own.

“Sverdrup’s party had thoroughly ex-

plored the Ellesimere Hinterland, map-
ping out a region that was hitherto a
hlank on the eharts. Many of Sverdrup’s
flags were scen by us.
" “In ‘the coursg of our hunting expedi-
tions in this great tract of country quan-
tities of musk oxen were found.on what
seemed to be old and established feeding
grounds.

“When the Peary and Sverdrup parties
separated Sverdrup’s understood imten-
tion was to -explore the vasi area of land
and - water. in and around Jones’ Sound,
beyond Cape Eden. I believe Sverdrup,
on the Fram, is now wintering in Jones
Sound, and my opinion, which is backed
by that of the Dundée whalers, is that 1t
will be imfossible for the Fram to come
home this year. Theé autumn has been
very tempestuous and the ice was such
4s to render navigation next to impos-
sible.

“Ihe natives at Petravio reported -that
they had returned from Fort Conger,
whithers they had gone to wvictual the
stat on.

“Lieut. Peary had 200 dogs and twenty-
seven sledges; but, having underrated the
difficulties of the journey and not having
a sufficiency of food, most of his. dogs
died. He only kept a few natives .at
Fort Conger during the summer seaenn,
and “the rest of the Esquimaux, with
L'eut. Peary, returned to the settlement
in a few diys, so that the journey was
extremely arducus and the party sutfered
great hardships, |
" “1 am.certain that Lieut. Peary is now
wintering .at Fort Conger. When I leit
Cape York, -on the: Eclipse, June 9, the
Windward was_ expected to touch: there
ghout the middle of July, wheére ordars
from Lieut. Peary, which 1 had brought,
were left with thE Bsqirmaug , '
~4Dr, Steyn-and myself distovered a
melancholy record of the Sverdrup ex-
pedition-near Fort Magnesia, in the grave
of - Dr. Bvensden;” with the - inscription.:
‘Died June 9/ 1809, which .was nearly
two momths before the arrival of our
pﬂ!’t}’." 7 > 1 '

Dr. Kann will remain in Dundee for
several days, going ‘then to London and
later to Vienna.

Chicago Packers Will Dip Their Hands in
the Pockets of the Country, -

Clvcago, Nov. 9—The Chronicle tomor-
row will say:

“A flat increase of one cent a pound
was put upon beef, pork and mutton to-
day by Chicago packers. In one year
the additional cent will yield to the Chi-
cago packers, basing the estimate upon
last year's business, the following sums:

Dressed beef, $15,000,000; dressed pork,
and, pork products, $20,000,000; mutton,
$4,000,000. 'L'otal -addition to incomes,
$39,000,000. :

Retailers of meats were thrown into a
panic by the unexpected rise in prices.
Many who had carcasses in their coolers
declined to buy until they could figure
out what they would need at the new
rate. ‘In the adjustment of prices to the
consimers choice cuts of bcef have gone
up as much as five cents, pork tenderloin
jumped to the samé extent and mutton
c¢hops went up three cents. The advance
by the packers is more than ten per cent.
on the price of meat the day _befom
clect.on. The advance by the retailer to
the consumer w#ll awverage twenty-five
per cent.,, for the waste in a carcass
doubles the increased cost of the saleable
portion. .

tepresentatives of the packers in charge
of the dressed ment department say the
advance was justified by the condition
of the trade and its imposition on the
heels of the clection is but a coincidence.”
