Sub- 
mitting this to microscopic investigation, 
it was found to be a fungold growth, from 
which spores were constantly washed 
away by the flowing water. He follow- 
edup th is discovery by a minute exam| 
ination of the outlet of the sewer through 
which the drainage of the town flowed, 
and his scientific zeal was rewarded by 
finding fungold growths of a similar na- 
ture to those in the pump spout.
