WID) during this time have focused 
on certain aspects of women’s roles, 
such as women as mothers or wom­
en’s income earning potential. They 
have tended to be “top-down” in 
approach, stemming from interna­
tional and government agencies such 
as the United Nations and USAID. 
Many of these programmes see de­
velopment as a process of “moderni­
zation" of “developing" countries. In 
the 1980s and 1990s, this has meant 
restructuring national economies in 
keeping with International Monetary 
Fund (IMF) and World Bank “ad­
justment programs” that involve eco­
nomic growth through the promo­
tion of exports such as coffee, bananas 
and sugar, drastic cuts to social spend­
ing and a decrease in the role of 
governments. From a “WID" per­
spective, the problem is not with this 
development process itself, but with 
the particular disadvantages women 
face within this process. As such, the 
policy emphasis has been on inte­
grating women into an otherwise 
beneficial process of development.
