PRECAUTIONS TO BE TAKEN FOR SAFETY IN NAVIGATION

A.—Description and position of instruments and material with which the aircraft must be equipped 
and which must be in perfect working order:

Life preservèra must be carried on board the aircraft for each ocupant when

distance of land in the event of engine failure or, in the case of multi-motored landplanes, the failure of 
any one engine.

For the purposes of this certificate infants in arms under three years of age are not counted as 
passengers.
