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The shipments of horses for the season show a decrease of 
2.06H head as compared with last year. The table below shows 
that London was the favorite port, there being over 5,000 head 
shipped to it. Trade in the early part of the season was good 
and some handsome profits were made, but towards the endthe 
market became very bad owing to heavy supplies, and large 
losses were made, which curtailed shipments considerably.
