CARDINAL MANNING INTER-
VIEWED.

THE CHURCH AND THE IRISH QUESTICN.

The Caidinal Archbishop has been *in
terviewed” by an enterprising represen-
tative of the Baltimore Sun We quote
one passga from the interviewer’s sccount
of what passed: *I ssked the Cardinal
about the progress of Catholicism in E.g
land, He said it was most gratifyiog;
that it was not so much in comparative
point of numbers as in material progress
and ivflaence. The Church now stood on
a happy basis in Eoglind, and was given
as much conelderation by government
and people ss sny other denomina.
tlon. The Church of Eoglsnd did
not exercise or attempt to exer-
cise any direct influence on legislation or
politice, but of course 1ts patronage con-
trolled votes. He showed me from his
window a splendid site, covering four
acres, which he secured some time since
for the erection of a grand cathedral in’]
London. He said he sbould not, at his
advanced time of life, attempt to begin
the work of building this cathedral; that
he must leave for bis successor. In
speaking of English politics, he eaid it
was probable that no people were better
eatistied with the structure of their Gov-
ernment and 1ts institutions than those
ot Great Britain, In no government in
the world was there such a degree of abso-
ute personal liberity us in Great Britain,
One never knew there was any law uutil
he ran sgainet it. Scotland and Eogland
were complet-ly fused in idewuty of
interest, [t was different with Lrelsnd,
because of the different treatment, Tbat
unhappy itland has been ruled by Ene-
land for more than three centurles by
force alone It was uvder Hemy VIIL
that the policy was inavgurated which had
made and kept Ireland disaffected. Had
1t not been for this, Ireland would bhave
been as devoted and as loyal to the Eung
lish crown as Scotland, He was an Eng
lishman to the backbone, but he knew aud
Joved the Irish prople! A more true, a
more loyal, and & more noble race never
oxisted. They could be ruled with an
uplifted thumb when kindly and justly
dealt with, but they never would bow to
force and wrong He had often been asked
about boycotters and moonshiners, and
so on. He believed that injustice al-
ways developed the worst passions of
men, and boycotters and moonshiners
were the product of ivjastica. Proper
and just land laws he considered to be
the essential element for the tranquiliz
ing of Ireland, and one feature must be
the requirement of absentee landlords to
return or part with there estates.
There were several big corporations
in Londou which owned vast tracts of
