EASTER SUNDAY,

I wish all of you, my brethren, the joys
of this day. It s the dny of our Lord's
victory over death and hell, Many of
you have recelved Him In Holy Com
maunion, either this morning or during
the preceding week. To such He bas
fornd a way to communicate something of
the vast ocean of love and joy which in
undates His own soul. A good Com-
munion, following & humble coufession
of sio, ls indeed the nearest way to that
tomb, riven and empty, and streaming
with the light of heavenly joy about
which the Oburch gathers her children this
moroiog. How well chosen is Easter
time for the annual Communion of all
good Christians. *I have seen the tomb of
Chrlst, who has ricen from the dead,”
may we well say with Mary Msgdalen
God graot that not one of you ail may
pass beyond Trinity Sunday withont at
tending to what is so appropriately called
the Easter duty.

It seems to me that this feast is a great
day for elnners, mesniug, of course, re

eptant sinners, For lovk at the facts?

ho is the Saint of the Kesurection by
excellence ! Cer'alnly dear Mary May
dalen, the type of all the penitent, She
etood beneath the cross when Jesus died,
comforting Him and Hie Mother in that
dreadful hour of His doom and of that
Mother's woe. Aund when the dead corpse
was lowered down Mary Magdalen

ressed His limbs and feet and bands to

er bosom while our sorrowful Mother
clasped Hie heart to ber own and kissed
His pallid face a thousand times. Mary
Magdalen helped to lay Him in Hisgrave
She watched then; when driven awsy
by the saldiers she bought epices and came
again to embalm Him. Aund whoee words
are those repeated to day all round the
world as the dawn greets the watching
glances of the faitbfal. “They have taken
away my Lord! I know not where they
have lald Him ;” and sgaln the amazed
and ecstatic exclamation when she saw in
the garden: “Rabboni! Master.” What
a great store cf love, says St Gregory the
Great, was in that woman’s heart, who,
when even Hls disciples were gone away,
could not tear herself from the grave of
the Lord!

See, then, my brethren, the reward of
the love which fs in true sorrow for ain ;

I eay again that sinners need encourage-
ment. lo truth, there ls no shame so
deadly as that which consclous gulit bringe
to the human soul, There 18 no degrada
tion like vice — In fact, there {s none
other but vice, Heuce many sinners are
met with who do not turn to Ged and who
hold back from confession and Com-
munion because they are ashamed and
afraid, It is not eo much love of sin as
want of confidence that now hinders them,
They have felt the force of passion as the
elave feels the whip of the slave driver ;
or they have repented before and fallen,
again, and thie fills them with distrast in
themselves ; or thelr surroundings are a
constant source of temptation ; or they
have been so long away that the very pro
cess of reconclliation to God, the very
practice of the simplest acts of religion
has grown strange to them. These and
other remsoms, there are varylog from
mere timidity to utter despalr, which
thow the need of a strong word of en-
couragement to elnners, This is the day
for giving sluners courage torepent. O, let
every man aud woman partake of Christ’s
courage to-day ! All who are slnneze, let
them loathe and detest their sins, and let
them feel that if our Lord is with them
they can conquer any pastion, realst any
temptation aud persevere to the emd.

It is & slngular thing that not only the
first recorded words of our Lord after His
Resurrection were addressed to His favor-
ite child, the great penitent woman of the
Gospel, but that the first intexrview He had
with His disciples was begun by the insti.

Lord’s Sacred Heart. Now ls the time,
therefore, most appropriate for the return
to God of all eincers among us, May
our risen Saviour give you that joy if
you have it not, and, if you have {5, may
He confirm it to you forever. Amen,

“cash,”” Yet this Is just what ls done by
a small malden whose life is full of as
noble, unselfish devotion as ever earned a
crown in the “noble army.”

Little Mamie Corrigan looks about ten
years of age, She Is a frall creature, who
might be pretty if her wan face did mot

carry o painful suggestion of belng half
starved. She has blg blue grey eyes,
sbaded with black lashes, scd & mase of
soft brown halr, bruched till it sbinee,
hangling over thin shoulders, which have
a pitiful weary droop. For three months
ltit'e Mamle has been the cbief support of
her family, Her mothsr hes been an
fnvalid for morethan a year. Her father
was stricken with rheumatism this winter,
snd there are four brothers and slsters

Mamle, who lefi school to become the
bread winner, earns $2 a week. Emly In
the morning she rises to prepare food for
the family before golog to the store.
Meny a time, however, there has not been
any breskfast to get, and the little one
hae worked faetiog until some of the ki d
saleswomen, discoverlog the child’s hunger,
appeesed 1t from thelr own lunch boxes,
After the tired feet have tramped about
all day and carried the child across town
to the top story of the east slde tenement
at night, ber work is ouly half done, She
sweeps, cleans, cooks and washes and irons,
often working untll nearly midnight to
make the humble home comfortable for
her parents and the little ones,

“How do you manage to do so much
work, little one 1” she was asked. And
the answered very simply :

“Ilovethem.” She wenton burrledly,
ne If to divert attention : “I can wash and
iron pretty well for a lMttle glrl, See, 1
did this apron.” It was epotiess and had
a fine “gloss” on fit,

“How old are you 1"

“I'm golog on fifteen”—with a shy,
startled glance around,

“You don’t mesan to say you are four.
teen—such & mite !”

“The cashes all have to say they’re
fourteen to get engsged,” put in a sales-
woman who I{stened to the conversation
The same young womsn told how she
bad gone to see little Mamie at her home
one Suuday, and fouud only bread and
water in the house, but the small place
thone with neatness, baving been swept
aud scrubbed by the smal roughened
bands of the little cash girl. Hithertoa
relative, living at service, has helped pay
the rent of thelr rooms, but now ehe fe
unable to giva them any more asslstauce,
and so Mamieand a younger brother, who
has just recured a niace as cash boy, are
the only support of the family,

Tne trutn of thie pitiful story was
established by & vielt to the child’
mother. Mrs. Corriganeald :  “It breaks
my heart to have my little daughter
drudge eo, but what el:e cin we doi
My busbaud would rather starve than
ask for e0o much a3 & crust of bread in
charity. Aud yet the little ones (the
yourgest i3 four) must be fed, 1
bope to get on my feet so that
Mimie need not work after the
long day in the shop. Often mow it
fs midnight before she can get to bed,
and ther she has to get up very eatly. 1
had to keep her at home two days once
when I was too ill to be al:ne and my
husband was helplese, and she was docked
thirty five cents for each day,and seventy-
cents Is & good deal to miss out of $2.”

Heunceas a pis aller,
torestore to the woman her origlual share
in the mansgement of the home end the
governance of her children {s an obvioue
duty, upon which I venture to hope the
Ohurch will not inelet, For morality and
religlon the woman’s vote {s all impor-
