Rockrort, June 10, 1878,
Sir,—A perusal of the last issue
of your contemporary has convinced
me that the issme in the coming
contest is a religious rather than a
political one. The Methodist Ticket
composed of Messrs. McQueen, Mc-
Kenzie, Wood and Humphrey seem

to be as much opposed to the existing
