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THE WAR IN EGYPT,

WHAT DOES ENGLAND FIGHT FOR?
. The London correspondest of the
New York ZTimes says:—The chief
trouble in Egypt arises out of the
Suez Canal, the freedom of which to
England is a matter of such impor-
tance that no British Government
would hesitate about undertaking a
great war for its defence. Sir Wilfred
Lawson, the other night in the Com-
mons, charged the Government with
fighting Egypt on commercial grounds
and then sneered at them for their
mercenary motives. But what does
England generally fight for? And
what wonld she be with her sea-paths
blocked? It is worth while at the mo-
ment to examine the immediate ¢ Bri-
tish interests” in Egypt apart from all
other considerations. The English
capital expended and sunk in pablic
works at Alexandria and Cairo
amounts to £25,000,000 (not dollars),
and the interest of English commerce
¢ gtaked .in Egypt” is estimated at
£100,000,000. England’s investmant
. in the Suez Canal apart from the ques-
tion of right of way is a great snurce
of revenne. English capital has made
the East flonrish, and English life
throughout many a distant village and
city is dependent upon the prestige of
English power. The moment evi-
dence of its waning travels through
the barbaric States, there are not wan-
ting millions ready to test the report
of fallen greatness. Such were the
reputations of Minister=like Palmers
ton and Beaconsfield, that had Arabi
been dealing with those Ministers he
would never have pushed his revolt
sgainst Khedive, Sultan, and the Ang-
lo-French control to the point of the
sword. Orientals do net understand
the ‘““moral force” which” Mr. Glad-
stone has so long upheld. They wor-
ship er; they obey physical
strength; they interpret generous ac-
tions unbacked by ghins as weaknees;
they see in a Minister who issues an
ultimatum without following it up a
chief who cannot or dare not falfil his
threats. Arabi Pasha has been as
much misled-by British vacillation as
he has been deceived by French intri-
gue, and the selfish, not to say trea-
cherous, support of the Sultan. A
strong English Minister would possi-
bly have avoided the destraction of
Alexandria, unless as ¢ the prophet in
the wilderness” declares, ‘“ the hand
of God is in this thing, and the first
gun of the mighty war foreshadowed
in Revelations has been fired.”

The Medicinal Valueofl Vege-
tables.

A celebrated cook book discusses’
the medicinal value of vegetables, as
fellows:

¢ Asparagus is a strong diuretic, and
forms part of the cure for rheumatic
patients at such health resorts as Aix-
Jes-Bains.

With regard to the latter
accusation,it may be remarked, in pass-
ing, that it is tbe yellow.core of the
carrot that is difficult of digestion—
the outer, a red layer, is tender
enough. In Savoy, che peasants have
recourse to an infasion of carrots as a
specific for jaundice.

¢ The large, sweet onion is very
rich in those alkaline elements which
counteract the poison of rheumatic
gout. Ifslowlystewed in weak broth,
and eaten with a little Nepaul pepper,

t will be found tv be an admirable
article of dict tor patients ot studious
and sedentary habits. The stalks of
cauliflower have the same sort of value,
only too often the stalk of a cauli
flower is g0 ill-boiled and unpalatable
that few persons would thank you for
proposing to them to make part of
their meal consist of so uninviting an
article. Tuarnips, in the same way,
are often thought to be indigestible,
and bettersnited for cows and sheep
than for delicate people; but here the
fault lies-with the cook gnite as much
as with the root. The cook boils the
turnip badly, and then pours some
butter over it, and the ealer of such a
dish is sure to be the worse forit. Try
a better. way. What shall be said
about our lettuces? The plant bhas a
slight narcotic action; of which a
French old woman, likea Frenchdoc-
tor, well knows the value, and when
properly cooked it is really very easy
of digestion.”— Medical Record.

Fortifications vs. Ships.

The bombardment of Alexandria
natarally calls to mind similar engage-
ments between land batteries and
ships in former wars, Algiersin 1816,
Acre in 1840, had a like experience to
that ef Alexandria.

There
was & time when European soldiers
believed what Eastern soldiers still
believe firmly, that real strength lies
in huge csstles of stwone many yards
in height, crammed with the heaviest

ssible guns, and that any ship dar-
ng to face such defenses courts cer-
tain destruction. In 1770, Captain

- Elphinstone dealt this theory a heavy/

blow by running the gauntlet of the
terrible ‘¢ Dardauelles batteries” un-
harmed in a single frigate. At Algiers,
in 1816 Admiral Egmouth’s five ships
destroyed in one day the whole sea-
ward line of defence, tha solid mason-

ry “falling away like melting snow.”]
| In 1840 the walls of Acre were shat- |
| tered, its heaviest guns dismouuted,]
| and its citadel blown to atoms within
| 93 minutes of the firstshot. The Rus-
| sians at Sebastopol combined the old
and new system by answering the
allied bombardment trom fort Con-
stantine and the Telegraph Battery,
theé rcsult being that whereas the great
stone fort was completely disabled the
little earthwork ot five guns remained
unhart while: inflicting terrible dam-
age upon the whole English squadron.
Finaliy, three British ships of war
have just ome out of an 11 hour’s
duel with all the forts ot Alexandria
(four of which were destroyed by
their fire) with fewer casualties than a
single French broadside made on
board Nelson’s flagship at Trafalgar.
