Sunderland. June 19.—The funerals of a 
great many victims of Saturday’s disaster 
took place to-day. The streets were crowded 
with sympathetic people, most of whom were 
dressed in mourning. The blinds of the 
houses were drawn and the church in which 
the funeral serviced were held displayed a 
black flag hung at half-mast. A hundred 
free graves had been prepared in one ceme- 
teiy for the reception of the bodies of the 
victims, exclusive of those for which the 
parents of the children will pay. Large 
numbers of generous subscriptions are ar­
riving in Sunderland from different points 
to help to pay the funeral expenses; among 
the subscriptions is one of £100 from Andrew 
Carnegie, of Pittsburg, Pa. The balance of 
the fund after the funeral expenses have 
been defrayed will be devoted to the Chil­
dren’s Convalescent Home.

We cannot do belter in commencing the 
discussion of “ how to tight the beetle,'’ than 
to give a couple of extracts from lettertM^- 
ceived since the last issue of the Standard, 
which showed that our warning of last week 
was not premature. The potato beetle has 
already appeared in the counties of Pictou 
and Cumberland. Mr. H. H. McKay writ­
ing from Plainfield, the centre of West Pic­
tou under the date of the 14th inst. says:— 
“ Yesterday evening (13th inst.,) I went out 
to hunt for the potato bug in a field of wheat 
in which potatoes w re grown last year. 
Some ol the potatoes left in the ground, which 
had escaped the destructive influence of the 
frost, had just burst forth in foliage among 
the wheat blades, and were about three or 
four inlhes high. I found two bugs eating 
the young tops, and also found several clus­
ters of orange eggs on the underside of some 
of the leaves. I captured these and am ex­
perimenting with them. Continuing my 
search I found seven couples more, and also 
one male looking for a mate. I also observed 
several clusters of eggs partially eaten by 
some insect. There were a gre t many 
small beetles, something like fleas in appear­
ance, hopping about 6n the potato leaves. 
Of these I captured about a half dozen and 
put them under a glass along with a cluster 
of eggs. I watched them for a short time, 
hut they simply made attempts to escape. 
Returning in half an hour, half of the eggs 
were- destroyed. There were two potato 
beetles also confined, but the inference is 
that the flea beetle was the destroyer. I 
found one cluster of 100 eggs on a blade of 
wheat. The clusters of eggs on the potato 
leaves would vary from 40 to 70. The bugs 
would not have been present more than two 
or three days as the potato tops had only ap­
peared within that time.”

The observations of our correspondent 
indicate that the beetle hibernates in the 
ground of the previous year’s potato field. 
The flea beetles referred to are probably 
beetles of the genus Haltica, which are 
slightly injurious to the potato leaf and 
sometimes very injurious to the turnip leaf. 
It will be some compensation for their mis­
chief if they also destroy the eggs of the 
Colorado Beetle. The experiment just de­
scribed is of course not altogether conclusive 
on that point.

Mr. H. Trueman writes from Treeman- 
ville, Cumberland County, under dale of 
15th inst., The bug in a mature state has 
been ploughed out of the ground by different 
farmers in this vicinity during the last three 
weeks. Yesterday (14th inst.l I noticed two 
pairs ot them on the tops of Early Rose po­
tatoes and also a number of the eggs on the 
under side of the leaves.”

The Beetle is here then and every farmer 
must be prepared to fight him. If through 
ignorance, carelessness or laziness, one farm­
er in a community should neglect to do his 
duty and allow the beetle to propagate on his 
farm, it is not a matter that concerns himself 
alone. He is cultivating the beetle for his 
neighbors. But on the legal principle sic 
utere tuo ut alienum non laedas, he has no 
right to plant potatoes to feed a pest of which 
the interest of the community require the 
extermination. If such a man exists we 
hope provision may be made for him.

The first and best mode of attack is pick­
ing. Now as the tender potato tops are ap­
pearing above ground the farmer should 
anxiously watch for the first appearance ot 
this insect. They do not usually appear in 
crowds innumerable at first. It is much 
easier to pick up a couple of bugs in June 
than to attempt to poison 600 of their pro- 
genv in July. It is an easier thing to pluck 
off a leaf containing 70 or 80 of the orange 
eggs than a week or two afterwards to hunt 
the scattered hordes which have already de­
stroyed much of the crop. It is possible in 
this way to avoid the second mode of attack 
with poison. But if in spite of all precau­
tions the insects increase so as to be alto­
gether out ot control by the method of pick­
ing, there is no alternative. Experience in 
the United States and Canada for the last ten 
years, vouched for by the best authorities in 
the two countries, recommends Paris Green 
used as follows : Take of the green, deadly, 
poisonous powder one teaspoonful of the 
medium size fairly heaped, put it into one 
pailful or two gallons ot water. A cupful of 
molasses added would be an improvement. 
Take a whisk and dipping it into the water, 
which must always be kept stirred, sprinkle 
it on the potato tops. The beetle or larva 
coming in contact with the poison on the 
leaves, is soon dead. One pound of Paris

JRr. Gladstone.

The following was Mr. Gladstone’s reply 
to the question put by Baron DeWorms in 
the British House ot Commons on the 4th 
instant, as to whether the former’s attention 
had been called to a statement on the sub­
ject of the Duke of Albany’s willingness to 
discharge the duties ot Governor-General of 
Canada, and whether His Royal Highness’ 
services had been declined “ It is not for 
me to judge of the exercise by the hon. mem­
ber ot his discretion as a member of Parlia­
ment in putting to me this question, but it is 
a question which it will not be discreet on 
my part to answer. First, and generally, I 
should pause before agreeing to give reasons 
in answer to an enquiry why any person has 
not been appointed to a particular office; 
secondly, because this particular question 
raises points of a rather high and delicate 
nature, which, unless for very grave public 
reasons, it cannot be desirable to bring into 
discussion in this House; and thirdly, be­
cause I have to consider what might be the 
effect of my giving a reply on this occasion 
as a precedent on future occasions for ques­
tions of a different nature, and different in­
tention, with respect to the Royal family. 
In this view, I am of opinion that the ex­
ample I should set would be highly mischiev­
ous, and therefore I must decline to reply to 
the question. But in declining I must say 
that Her Majesty’s Government are perfect­
ly aware of the willingness of His Royal 
Highness the Duke of Albany to render pub­
lic service to the crown and country, and 
they conceive that such a desire on the part 
of His Royal Highness does him the highest 
honor.”

! lime, has been found effective. But the wet 
method is considered the most effective, as 
the poison is not so liable to be drifted away 
by the wind, and will adhere to the leaves 
either when dew covered or at any time of 
the day. Paris Green is an arsenite of cop­
per containing when nure nearly 60 percent, 
of arsenic, to which its effects are due. Care 
should be taken not to inhale its dust when 
working with it, as some people are sensi­
tive to very little of the poison. If there 
are sores on the hand it should be gloved. 
Care should be taken that the poison should 
not be left within the reach of children and 
animals. Experiments have proved that 
the small amount of arsenic added to the 
soil is in a short time rendered innocuous by 
chemical combination.

Startling Liquor Statistics.—Dur­
ing 1SS1 96,000,000 gallons of beer were con­
sumed in the United States, and 780.000,000 
in Eu.ope and Great Britain and Ireland; 
total value, $250.003,000. England, Scotland 
and Ireland consumed about one-third, or 
about 8è galls, per head of the population. 
Germany consumed 246,000,000 galls, or 5£ 
galls, per head. The United States consum­
ed about 2£ galls, per head; Austria, 2galls, 
per head, or 72,000,000 galls ; Belgium, 43,- 
000,000 galls, or 9 galls, per head; France, 
the same quantity as Belgium, but only 
iveraged l£ galls, jpy head; France drinks 
less beer per head Than any ot the great na­
tions except Russia, which consumes only 
1,300,000 galls. ; Denmark consumed 3£ galls, 
per head. The sum spent for beer by the 
various countries in 1881 is thus estimated ; 
Great Britain, $72,000,000; Germany, $65, 
000,000, United States, $26.000,000; Austria. 
$20.000,000; Belgium, $14,000,000; France, 
$15.000,000; Russia, $500.006 The “na­
tional leverage” of Ireland and Scotland 
being wniskey, it is assumed that England 
really drinks 10 gallons per head per annum.

Senator Blaine in his speech on the Civil 
Service Bill, said :—“ It is a matter of statis­
tical truth that in this country the grand 
amount of production (of intoxicating be­
verages) last year was about $7,000,000.000; 
of that amount about $1,100,000,000 has been 
expended in the wages of laboring men. 
During the same period there has been con­
sumed in this country $1,433.000,000 in what 
is neither more nor le>s than the per cenlage 
ot the tippling shops. To that extent have 
the wages of the producers of the American 
nation been absorbed and destroyed by this 
unnecessary and accursed habit.”

Be­
tween 4 and 5 a.m., on that day, Isadore 
Therriault ot Grant Isle, Me., crossed over 
to his Island in his canoe tor the purpose of 
rolling off some logs which had lodged there 
in order that they might not damage the 
grass.
