People There Must Breath a Drj 

Atmosphere.

San Jose, Cal., Sept. 15.—People on 
the Planet Mars, if any live there 
breathe an atmosphere which is almost 
destitute of moisture. This is the con» 
elusion of director W. W. Campbell, of 
Lick Observatory, who returned recent­
ly from making observations from the 
summit of Mount Whitney, the highest 
point in the United. States.

"Water vapor on Mars does not exist 
in sufficient quantities to be detected by 
the spectroscopic methods," says Prof. 
Campbell. "This does not prove that life 
does not or cannot evist on Mars. The' 
question of life under these conditions 
is a biologist’s problem rather than an 
astronomer’s."

Black Beeswax.
The black wax of Burma is made by 

a small wild bee of the genus melipona

which large holes are made in tapping 
them of resin. The bees find these ar­
tificial hollows suitable for their nests.

WILL BE PEACE.
Peru and Bolivia Won’t Fight Over 

the Boundary.

Pern Will Surrender a Small Piece 
of Territory.

Rio .Lurievo, Sept. 15.—The Journal of 
( ommerce, in it’s issue of yesterday, said 
that telegrams from the Pacific coast, 
announced that an agreement between 
the Governments of Peru and Bolivia on 
the recent boundary dispute, which at 
one time threatened to plunge these 
States into war, had been on the point 
of being signed.

According to the Journal of Commerce 
Peru surrenders to Bolivia a very small 
extent of territory lying between the 
Mad re de Dios River and the Acre, tra- 
versed by the rivers Tahuamano and 
Suva ma ro, which together form the riv­
er Orlean, an affluent of the Beni River. 
I his territory, with an area of about 6,- 
500 square kilometres, was discovered 
and colonized by Bolivians, who to-day 
arc in possession of numerous prosper­
ous industries there. Peru gets possession 
of all the upper course of the Mad re de 
Dios from it’s head waters to it’s con­
fluence with the river heath.

Huch a slight modification as the fore­
going from the decision reached by the 
arbitrator, says the Journal of Com­
merce, in n<. way molests the Argentine 
Republic. 1 he work of au arbitrator ter» 
minâtes when he has delivered his find­
ing and Argentina has no objection to a 
generous relinquishment of territory on 
the part of Peru an act undertaken to 
assure friendly relations between Peru 
and Bolivia.

Conciliatory arrangements deserve the 
approbation of all who desire peace and 
concord >n South America and we arc 
persuaded that the Argentine is sincere­
ly desirous of seeing a policy of peace 
carried out.

THE TIGER HUNT.
The Royal Bengal Lady Still at 

Large in Marseilles.

Marseilles, Sept. 15. -The rova| Ben- 
gal tigress that escaped from a steamer 
in the harbor yesterday is still av large, 
the reports current that it had been cap­
tured being erroneous. The tigress is re­
ported to he on the water front, prob­
ably hiding in the mouth of a sewer. The 
people of this locality are highly ex­
cited. Twice during the night the tigress 
was seen slinking along the docks and 
fired upon, but both shots missed. The 
section where the animal is hiding is 
guarded by cordons of soldiers and po­
lice, and no one is allowed to go out on 
the wharves.

THE FARM

THE SHE GOAT AS A MILKER -* 
CALVES CURED OF SCOURS.

The milch goat, like all goats, can 
make a living on brushy and hilly land, 
where mo_st other animals would starve. 
They are very beneficial to land in 
cleaning it of weedtu sprouts and brush. 
1 hey cannot endure low, wet land, but 
thrive perfectly on rough, hilly land. 
Those giving milk should be fed on good 
grass, bay fodder and wheat bran, but 
no grain of any kind. The cost of main­
taining a goat in milk is about five 
cents a day, and she will give from one 
to two quarts of milk a day.

A stock man says he has saved sev­
eral valuable calves that were down 
with the scours by taking a teacupful of 
wheat flour and-giving a tablespoonful 
every minute. He repeated this two or 
three times a day before feeding, and 
diminished the feed one-half until the 
calf got well.

Examine the horse’s teeth frequently 
and find if they are in a good condition 
for grinding the feed. Many horses lose 
fledi and are in poor health simply be­
cause their teeth are too uneven for>ro- 
por grinding of the feed. A veterinarian 
can file them to the proper shape.

Thc bees should have plenty of water. 
They consume a great deni, and will tra­
vel a long distance to get it. Should 
there he no running stream or lake oi 
pure water near, it is well to place ft 
pail of fresh water near the apiary ev­
ery day. Water is used by the bees to 
dilute the heavy, thicky honey left over 
from winter to make it suitable for the 
young larvae, and also to make the cell 
wax pliable.

A cow with her second or third calf is 
the most desirable of all. and this is un­
doubtedly the most profitable age to 
buy them. As mlikers and breeders, they 
have all their best days in front of them 
and with sufficient time to pay hand­
somely. doling and old cows are very 
distinct appearance. The former have 
an unmistakable appearance of fullness 
of flesh and coat, while the old ones are 
more or less shrunk. The teeth give an 
indication of age, and the horns are oft­
en looked to as a guide, the young hav­
ing smooth horns while those of the ag­
ed are wrinkled. If cross-breeds are 
bought, get the liest breed the cross has 
been secured from. Cows with a male 
or hull type of head are rarely good 
milkers. The head should he refined, 
neck thin, forequarters wide, square and 
robust, with deep, broad thighs.

The Cornell Experiment Station found 
that two tons of horse manure in an ex­
posed place in five months lost five per 
cent, in gross weight, GO per cent, of its 
nitrogen, 47 per cent, of its phosphorus 
and 7(i per cent, of its potash. The total 
loss of plant food was 61 per cent.

It is reported tluvt„jio evergreen trees 
have ever been struck hv lightning, and 
some people are advocating the planting 
of them for protection.

The Ohio Experiment Station recom­
mends as a treatment for killing peach 
and plum borers, three pounds oj nap­
tha soap emulsified by boiling in three 
gallon of earbolineum avenarius, which 
can be obtained through dealers in mar­
ket, gardeners’ and fruit growers’ sup­
plies. This can best be mixed by the 
use of a earbolineum 
use of a force pump. When the soap 
solution and earbolineum are thorough­
ly mixed add four gallons of water and 
apply with a spray pump, being careful 
to protect hands and face when
