INDIA.

The demand for steamers for the transport of
troops to Suez, to serve in the Crimea, has com-
pelled the Indian navy packets for the present
to be fallen back upon.

THE GENERAL ARMING IN RUSSIA.

The Incalide Russe publishes the regulation
rrcpurcd by the Directing Senate, and ratified
by the Czar, for the organization of the * Im-
perial Mobile Militia,”” as the new corps de-
creed in the recent manifesto is to be called.
The ordinance is divided into 9 sections and
97 paragraphs, and in the original fills 7 folio
columns. The first clause of the document
declares, that the corps is raised for temporat
sarvice, in defence of the faith, the throne, ai
the fatherland. It is enacted, that exemptions
from military serviee hitherto permitted shall
not nErIy in the present case, but that whoever
is liablo to the capitation tax, or its equivalens,
shall be liable fo go called upon to serve in this
corps. Merchaats, Jews, and foreign colonists,
who have been cncoumfcd to settle in Russia,
and reccived grants of land from the crown,
are excepted. The corps will be divided into
battalions or druschines, each isting of
four i Each druschine is to be -
manded ‘y a staff officer, and to have four cap-
tains and a stafFcaptain, 1,000 sub-officers and
