We e receivéd notice that at a'
meetivg of the Provincial {Boapd ‘of
Health held at Fyedericton pn.‘Jan,
20th ult., it was ordered under sec-
tion 39 of the Public Health Act of
151, “That Comrulsory Vaccination
and Re-Vaccination be carried out in
the Henlth Districts ¢f Northumber-
land”,

We .ﬁo desire to call to your at-
temlou “the following, - “segtions , of
the Pl*llc Health Act of 1911:

RUI.{_Q IV.—Any househclder in
whose jhouse there shell occur @
cage @f, ;Sntallpox,.. Chalera, D'Ph-
theria,i Bcarlet Fever, Tuberculosls,
Typhus, Fever or Measles, sha!l im-
mediately notiify the Board of
Health of that! district of the same.

RULE V~Whex @ physician
kncws o suspects that any person
to whom he has becn cazlled is sick
of or has died of, ¢ny d7 the dis-
easeg nomed in Rulo 4, he shall im-
medigitely notify the local Board of
Health of that district.

RULE" Vi.—Whenever a case of
scarloty fover, diphcria, typhus fov-
er or smallpox exists in any house
or dwelling, a motice or placard
shall be posted on or near the door
of such house, stating that such
disease exists therein, and no per-
son shall remove such notice or pla-
card ‘wthout the authority of the
Local Board of Health of that dis-
trict.

RULE Vill.—Whenever the exis-
tenoe of any contag'ous disease ' in
a house or in any public ianstitution
hap been ascertzined, or if there is
reason to believe that one of the
fmmates is sufferiag from any con-
tagious disease, no occupant of such
house or public institution shall
hange his -resic o without the
comsent of the Local Board of
HeeRh of that district.

RULE Vil—A rick! quaratine
shall be placed upon =ary person
wick of:

(a) allpox, Cholera eor Typhus
Fe til such time as the Local
Boara™of Health shall permit the
quarantine to be ramoved.

RULE XV—No mperson shifl give
er sell any articles, morchandise,
products, milk, butter, bread, pro-
visiong, etc if such are coming from a
house in which aany of tho diseases
mymed in Rule IV, exists

SEC. 80 (1) Before cnterins any
child upon tho regisier of any pub-
lic ol, or admitting such child
to s public school, there shall be
prod by such <hild, or by its
parents, or guardian: or some per
son actink on behz!f of such child,
a certificate, to tho satisfeation of
the teacher of such school, or in case
there are more teachers then one of
any such school, to the satisfaction
of the principal thereof, that such
child has been successfully vaceinated
within thrce years from the time of
such request for registry or admis”
sion; or if such child has been vac-
cinatec within the said period of
three years znd the vaccination
has not been ruccessful, there shall
be produced to such teachor or prin.
cipel, satisfactory avidence that by
recson of such child having been
previously succeassfully vaccinated,
that such child s immune. :

PENALTIES

S8EC. 63 .Any rerson who shall
wilfully violate any of the provis-
ions of-t:ig Aat, or wilfully disobeys
or resists sny lawful order of the
health offizers, or of csny Inspector
appointed gnder this Act, or wiltul
ly obstructs any person uwting under
the authority or emrloyed | nthe ex-
ecution of this act, or wilful-
ly violates any order or rezulation,
made and declared by the Lieuten-
amt-Governor in Coundll, or any
by law, order or regulation by the
Provincial Board of Hea'th, or amy
reguletion by any Local Bospd of
Health, or neglects or refuses to
comply with such by-law, “order or
regulations. or with. the requirements
of thig Aok, in.any manner whatso-
ever, or pulls down, defeces or -de-
stroys any motice or placcrd put up,
under the aunthority of this Ao, or
