ing of the Liberals in power. 
Liberals raised their hands in 
holy horror at these state 
monts ; and their spokesmen 
and candidates solemnly 
pledged themselves that the 
advent to power of a Liberal 
Government'would eventuate 
in making revenue and ex 
penditure meet. There were 
to be no more deficits ; rev­
enue and expenditure would 
meet and the day of taxation 
was far off. These were the 
solemn obligations by which 
the Liberals bound themselves 
to the electorate when they 
came into power over 18 years 
ago.

Steamships Collide.

Three minutes after the steel 
steamers fsaac Scott and John 
Cowie had collided in Lake 
Superior off White Fish Point 
Lighthouse, on Monday, the 
Cowie went to the bottom in fifty 
fathoms of water carrying with 
he*1 fourteen members -of the. 
crew, Tbe Isaac Scott, although 
badly damaged about the bows, 
put back to port where she ar­
rived with part of the crew of the 
John Cowie. A heavy fog was 
responsible for the goHision. The 
Isaac Scott, a new boat, was on 
her maiden trip to the head of the 
Lakes and had just straightened 
her course up the hike when the 
.John Cowie loomed up through 
the fog only a few feet away. 
She was down bound with 8,000 
tons of iron ore in her hold. The 
ships were so close it was im­
possible tp aypid the collision- 
For fifteen feet the bow of the 
Isaac Scott penetrated the Cowie. 
Tons of water rushed into tbe 
great opening and in three 
minutes the Cowie had settled to 
the bottom.

Judgment was rendered 
on Saturday afternoon, and after 
reviewing the evidence, the court 
composed of Captain Bain and Mr 
Banquet, President of the Quebec 
Corporation of Pilots, found that 
Captain Lachance was guilty of 
culpable error in judgment and 
therefore was suspended for nine 
months from July 3rd instant, 
Besides having a mate’s certificate 
Captain Lachance is a branch 
pilot.

New York, July 7.—That bbck of ten; 
emente bounded by Chryetie, Forsyth - 
Houaton and Stanton atreeta in which 
twenty,Ihree persona died jp a fire two 
yeare ago and in which eeveral other 
peraone have been mnrdered, was tbe 
eoene yesterday morning of a murder 
for which the police have ae yet been 
unable to find an explanation.

Joseph Pogano flfty-flve years old was 
shot and killed ea be etood in hie kit­
chen on tbe third floor of No. 828 Dry, 
etle street. The bullet came from a new 
magazine rifle, which the police fonnd 
later in a room on the fifth floor of No 
215 Forsyth street directly inthe rear of 
Poganota home.

The police found evidence that tie 
person who fired the shot was in hiding 
in the room in Forsyth street for some 
time before the mnrder waa committed. 
The bnilding from which the shot waa 
fired has many tenants, and the only 
room in }t which Wge qnocsqpiad yee 
terday morning waa that room from 
which the abot waa fired. Tbe persons 
who had occnpied that room moved on 
Saturday. Oo Sunday the janitor of the 
bnilding left the room open for inspect, 
ion. The police have those two pointe 
to gnide them—that the mqrderer wae 
able to be in the bnilding without at­
tention and that he knew of the unoc­
cupied room which commanded a view 
of Pogano’a window.

Pogano waa a laborer who had not 
worked for several weeks. It ie thought 
he had a little money Hid by. He liv­
ed with his wife, Pogauo and hie three 
daughters, Vinoenzi, 28 years old, M ,r- 
in->, 20 and Angelica, 17. He and they 
were visiting in an adi lining flit after 
midnight. The women weqt to bed to 
tbe front room, and pogano entered the 
kitchen, where he bad been in the habit 
of sleeping on a cot.

Until he and the members of hie fami 
ly entered tbe flat there were no light 
tèere. The lamp which the women 
lighted coaid not be seen from the room 
ie Forsyth street, bat as Boon as Poga- 
•o lit the gass in the litphPB he waa a 
distinct mark to the watchers, At the 
time he waa shot there was more or leas 
popping of firecrackers In tbe bhck and 
the report of tbe rifle caused no uneas­
iness The women in tbe Pogano flit 
heard Pogano fill and they entered the 
kitchen in time to fee him die,

-The Eldridge street elation was noti­
fied and Policemen King and Thornton 
were pat in charge of the case. They 
arrested four men they fonnd on the 
roof of the building from which, tbe shot 
was fired, but when these men were 
arraigned in cocrt they were paroled in 
Custody of their lawyers, there being no 
proof against tbepa. 4 new magazine 
rifle with eight loaded cartridges and 
one empty shell In tbe chamber wae 
fonnd on the fl >or near the window of 
the room in Forsyth street from which 
the ahot was fired. The police were nn- 
able to find any one who could or would 
remember having seen a man with s 
rifle enter the tenement. They are try

149 Lives Lost in Burning 
Ship.

One hundred and forty-nine 
lives were sacrificed by the burn­
ing of the Japanese steamer Ni- 
honkai Maru. Details of the dis­
aster have been brought to Vic­
toria, B. C., by the Empress of 
India. Tbe victims were the en 
tire crew, 16 men in all, together 
with 132 QshUi1 folk, troth men attt 
women. The disaster occurred on 
June 14, near Aomori, and what 
made the tragedy more painful 
was the fact that the vessel was 
so close to shore that there need 
have been no fatalities bqt (or the 
fact that fog obscured the burning 
vessel. The cause of the fire will 
never be determined. The first 
intimation of danger received by 
those atlQqydi the majority of 
whom were fishermen returning 
to ther homes in Japanese villages, 
was when the flames burst from the 
bunkers and drove those aboard for 
temporary safety to the riggings. 
I'rom there many propped into 
the sea, exhausted or overcome by 
the smoke, while others jumped 
overboard to meet a more merciful 
death by drowning, and others 
were literally roasted to death,
