CHICAGO PACKERS IN ALBERTA.
A live stock firm. which has been
buying cattle very extensively in As-
berta this year, is that of Nelson Mor-
ris Co. of Chicago. Over 2,000 head
of cattle are being shipped from the
Red Deer district this week and some
600 from west of High River will ke
ready for shipment soon. These cat-
tle have been fed under contract to
fill space which this firm has con-
tracted for with the steamship lines.
The - Nelson Morrig Company was
attracted to Alberta as a stock produc-
ing country by the Baxter Reed Com-
pany, east of Olds. Mr. Reed, who
formerly lived in Iowa was a patron
ot the great Chicago house and when
he beceame established in Alberta he
asked his old buyers to take his stock
irom this province. The company was
rell pleased with the prospect and
»cided to make this a permanent
stamping ground for export cattle.
0. A. James representative of the
Nelson Morris people has been buying
cattle in Adberta for two years. After
becoming familiar with the country
he bought out the Dominion Meat
Company of Calgary and purchased
100 acres of land outside of the city
limits, as a site for an abbatoir. This
was several months ago and since
then the packing house of the Nelson
Morris Company is well under way

INTER-URBAN CARS COLLIDE.
Serious Wreck at Cavanaugh, Ind.—
22 Passengers Injured, Five Fatally.

Hammond, Ind., April 12.—In a
head-on collision this afternoon bet-
ween two limited cars on the Chicago
Lake Shore and South Bend inter-
urban line at Cavanaugh, three miles
east of Garry, Ind., twenty-two pas-
eengers from ‘Garry, Hammond, Indi-
ana Harbor, and many interior points,
were injured and of this number five
will die.

April 13.—Charged with
impersonating a man named Gibault,
in the dentistry examination at Laval
University, Elzear Godin pleaded
guilty before Judge Leet this morn-
ing. The complaint was made by
Dr. Dubeau, president of the Faculty
of Dentistry. Godin sat through yes-
terday’s session of the examination
and was in his place cgain this morn-
ing when arrested by Detective Me-
Call. He is alleged to have been
paid $200 by Gibault to commit the
impersonation.

Found Body in Lake.

Minneapolis, Minn., April 12.—The
body of Mrs. Max Elkiiz, the New
Brighton woman who disappearéd in
December, was found by her husband
todav- floating in Round Leke. At
the time of the woman’s disappearanc:
the police of the two cities were noti-
fied, but no trace of her could be
found. In hissdesperation the hus-
band appealel to a fortune teller in
hopes that she could tell him where
to look for his wife. The fortune
teller told him that the only place to
look for his wife was in the lake and
for days after the grief<stricken man
choped holes in the ice in an effort
to find his wife. As spring came on
and the ice started to thaw, he again
went on his hunt for the body. To-
day he found it and his long search
was ended.

A Dramatic Suicide.

Chicago, April 12—Standing on a chair
before a table surrounded with merry
guests at an FEaster christening, Alfred
Lilja, 25 years old, drew a revolver from
his pocket, placed' the muzzle in his
month and fired twice. Lilja was one of
the guests at the party, which was held
at the home of Chas. Beckham. Amid the
shrieks of women and the cries of chil-
dren, Lilja’s body swayed a moment and
then crashed into the middle of the
table, whereon was the remains of a
nearly ended feast. Women screamed and
several fainted, while men, pale with hor-
ror, sprang away from the table. The
party of merry-makers was instantly
transformed into a panicstricken, horri-
fied crowd of men, women and children.
Sdveral of the women and children rush-
ed sereaming from the room and into the
street.

The Perunian Earthquake.

Lima, Peru, April 12.—A severe
earthquake was experienced here at
three o’clock this morning. The move-
ment was from east to west and was
accompanied by subterranean rumb-
lings. The quake was attended by a
dense fog and clouds of dust. The
cornices on eeveral buildings were
thrown to the streets and clocks all
over the city stopped. The shock
was felt also at Callao, Barranco and
Chorrilos.

Crimean Veteran Dead.

Nelson, B. C., April 12.—8ergt. Thos.
Luscombe, aged 75, died yesterday and
will be buried with military honors.
Deceased enlisted in the 20th Devon-
shires in 1853 and after serving
through the Crimea, went through the
Mutiny, losing an eye at Luckow. At
59 he was discharged. He is survived
by a wife and child. He was nine
years in the civie employ.

THOUSANDS TO APPEAR
IN CHURCH PAGEANT

In England—Frank Lascelles, Who Man-
aged Affair at Quebec, is Preparing
Scenes—Annointing of William . the
Conqueror and the Death of Becket
are Features.

London, April 13—“Stage managing a
great pageant is the most fascinating
work in the world,” said Frank Las-
celles. “I cannot talk about it without
growing poetic. There are some lines by
Rudyard Kipling that describe it exact-
ly. You remember them:

““They shall «it in a golden chair,
And splash at a ten league canvas with
brushes of camel’s hair.”

“Those words give the fascinating idea
of bigness. In a pageant one does splash
at a ten league canvas; the colors are
rainbow masses of living people; and
the picture is painted on greem grass
with a ready made background of
nature’s foliage and the blue dome of
the sky to frame it.

“Yes, it is fascinating work, I.-have
managed two—one at Oxford and anoth-
er at Quebec, and now I am hard at
wbrk on the great English church page-
ant that is to he_held in June in the
grounds of Fulham palace.

Four Thousand on Stage.

“Over four thousand performers are
to take part, and with their asdistance
we shall show a series of scenes that
will represent the rise of the Church’of
England from earliest times.

“Roughly ,the idea is to begin with a
symbolic scene, representing the foun-
ders of the church. In this will appear
our patron saints, St. George of England,
St. Andrew of Scotland, St. Patrick of
Treland, St. David and St. Aiden of
Wales.

“These saints will not appear as they
are generally pictured, but will be seen
dressed almost in rags. They will look
travel stained and worn with their exer-
tions. This is a human touch that will,
1 think, be understood. It is realistic,
too, for surely the preachers of those
times must have appeared so.

“After the prelude a number of scenes
will be represented, beginning with the
Edict of Constantine in 313. Just to show
that we are trying to make each episode
historically correct in every detail I may
say that the scenery for the “reading of
the edict” will be made from models con-
structed from the remains . of .the o
churéh that have been found at Silches-
ter.

Anointing of the Conquereor:

“Then we shall depict Augustiné’s ar-
rival in Britain, and many other events
from early history; then the anointing
of William the Conqueror, and after-
wards the death of Thomas a Becket at
Canterbury. For this scene we shall, of
course, have scenery representing the
cathedral and the altar steps.

“The first part of the programme will
end with a miracle play and pilgrimage
scene of the vear 1350.

“Most of us have forgotten that the
miracle playe were the foundation of the
drama in England. Long, long ago the
clergy in the early ¢hurches used to per-
form little scenes from Bible history, or
arrange tableaux. They must havefound
these the most effective possible methods
of teaching in those'primitive days, and
gradually their dr 'Jnatic attempts be-
came more and 1o¥8 ambitious, and also
more and more appreciated by theitr cén-
gregations.

“As time went on it was found that
the churches were not large enough -to
contain all the people who flocked to see
the miracle plays, and go they had to
be performed out of doors, generally in
the churchyard.

Scriptural Scenes on Cars.

“But still congregations increased, and
the final development was a procession
of big cars upon ‘Whieh seriptural scenes
were arranged.  Théee cars #veré dsawn
throngh the streets, so that thousands
could see them gs they passed.

“You sce, therefore. that the church
play is one of the oldest ideas, though,
of course, nothing has ever been attempt-
ed on the scale ¢f the pageant to be held
this year.

“Two performances will he given each
day—one in the morning and one in the
afternoon. The scenes I have just men-
tioned will be shown each morning, and
those in the afternoon will be quite dif-
ferent, and will represent later periods
of history,

“For instance, in the afternoons will
be shown such episodes as-the trial of
Wycliff in 1377 ,the coronation proces-
sion of Edward VI., with every detail
faithfully represented, the, translators
presenting the Bible to James I. in 1611,
and the execution of Archbiship Laud
in 1645.

Scaffold to be Shown,

“Tor thisg last scene a scaffold will ne
erected and the whole dramatic scene
will be realistically enacted. No, I can-
not tell how the actwal ‘execution’ will
be stage managed, but it will be grimly
true.

“The entire 4,000 performers will be
seen in the finale, and the object will
be to show the church triumphant in all
parts of the world. The ‘Te Deum’ will
be sung by 4,000 voices, and so' each
day’s pageant will come to an end.

“At present we are hard at. work on
all details. Naturally, the costumes to
he worn mean an immense amount of
work. Two dress depots have been start-
ed, and at these the historically accurate
costumes will be cut out and made up.
Of course, all those who will take part
are volunteers, and all ‘they are called
upon to pay is the actual cost price of
the materials for their costumes, which
will be made up free of all cost.

“The profits of the pageant will be
given to the Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel and the Church Mis-
sionary society.

Misadventure at Quebec.

““Yes,” continued Mr. Lascelles, “mus-
ing over his past experience in the man-
agement of pagednts, “one naturally has
many curious. experiences when dealing
with such large numbers of people.

“T remember one incident at Quehec
that was rather too exciting to be pleas-
ant.

“We had arranged to show the bom-
bardment of a fort, and I sent a man
out before the performance to obtdin
the necessary supply of blank ammauni-
tion.

“The scene was a magnificent success
and was performed with the most war-
like energy.

‘But when it was ail ovér some of
the red Indians who had taken part

RIOTS IN MEXICAN MINE CAMP.

Six Police, Six Rioters and Three Sol-
diers Killed in Religious Melee.

Monterry, Tex., April 13—A special
to the News from Valardino in the
state of Durango, gives the details of
serious riotings which occurred on
the night of Saturday, the 10th. In
the rioting, which grew out of religi-
ons differences, six police and six
rioters and three soldiers are reported
dead, and many of ‘the rioters have
been arrested. The trouble started
Good Friday with the stopping by the
police of a religious procession in
which images were carried. The next
night a mob burned the house of the
chiei and a cernival of rowbery fol-
lowed.

They quelled the riots, but
not before six of the rioters and three
of their own number were slain. They
made 'many arrests, including the
priest who led the procession, and the
chief of police. More trouble is fear-
od.

TO APPLY MARRIAGE TESTS

Contracting Parties Must Show Fit-
ness for Wedlock.

Spokane, Wash., April 13.—That
they are physically and morally fit
to wed is what prospective brides and
bridegrooms in the state of Washing-
ton will have to show by a physician’s
certificate and affidavit after June 1
before any county auditor can issue
marriage licenses. The new law also
provides that women must be of legal
age, fixed at 18 years, and men 21
vears; also that the parent cannot
give consent unless the girl is more,
than 15 years of age. The penalty for
giving false information or performing
such marriage is a fine of not more
than $1,000 or imprisonment in the
state penitentary for not more than
three years or both. It is also
provided that no woman under 45
years of age or man of any age (ex-
cept he marry a woman meore than 45
vears), either of whom is_a common
drunkard, habitual drunkard, epilep-
tic, feeble-minded. idiot or insane per-
son or formerly affilicted with pulmo-
nary tuberculosis or any contageous
disease, shall intermarry or marry
any other person within the state.

SOCIALISTS DISRUPT PARTY

Split in British Labor Ranks—Pro-
minent Leaders Resign.

Edingburgh, April 12.—The recent
factional brawls in the ranks of the
independent labor party which have
militated seriously against the useful-
nezs of the party in the house of com-
mons, came to a climax in today’s
session of the annual congress of the
organization when James Keir Hardie,
Philip Snowdern, Ramiay Macdonald
and Bruce Glazier resigned their seats
as members of the national adminis-
trate countil. The immediate cause
of the trouble was the adoption oy
the congress of what amounted to a
vote of confidence in Vietor Grayson,
between whom and Mr. Hardie there
has been a feud of long standing
duration. The resignation made.a
sensation in the congress. Efforts
were made to secure their withdrawal,
but the four men stuck to their deter-
mination. Should this eplit in the 1a-
bor party continue, it will relieve the
government of much pressure in the
direction of Socialistic'legislation.

SAW HIS MOTHER ONCE MORE.

John Hyde, Wanted in Hamilton for
Forgery, Risks Arrest to See His
Mother.

Chicago, April 13—T.ove for his
mother and his anxiety to see her,
led to the arrest and deportation of
John Hyde, wanted at Hamilton, Ont.,
for an zlleged $2,500 forgery. He
came to Chicago to visit his mother
and was arrested on information re-
ceived by D. D. Davis, immigration
inspector in charge, today, and was
taken back to Hamdilton. He was
employed as an agent for the Toron-
to, Hamilton and  Buffalo railroad,
and it is alleged that he obatined $2,-
500 of the companv’s money bv dorg-
ery. Hyde, who, the immigration of-
ficials assert, is an ex-convict, says
he could not resist the temptation to
come to Chicago. “I wanted to see
mother.” said Hyde, ‘“‘and took the
chance and lost. Now I must go back
to stand trial. I don’t know what
may become of me, but it is some sat-
isfaction to me to know that I did
see mv mother once more.”

FROM PRINCE ALBERT

Prospectors Leaving Daily for Lac La
Ronge and Churchill River Mineral
FXldg.—Assays Made of Finds
Last Year Show District to be
Rich in Gold.

Prince Albert, Sask., April 13.—The
rush is starting for the Lac La Ronge
and Churchill river mineral fields.
and parties of prospectors are leaving
almost daily for the- north.

A few parties went out last summer
and did sufficient prospecting to prove
the truth of the stories brought in by
Indians and fur traders that the
rocky basin of the Churchill river is
seamed with precious mineral-bear-
ing quartz.

Most of these prospectors, however,
were green at the business, real es-
tate men, merchants and so Iorth,
men who would not have known how
to shoot off a stick of dynamite if
they had had one in their outfit. But
they carried prospector’s hammers
chipped off pieces of rock which they
sent away to be assayed. One man
got back a report that his sample con-
tained $3%0 worth of gold to the ton,
but most of the assays showed be-
tween $1 and $5 of gold with small
quantities of nickel, silver and copper.
